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GBA Imposes One

Day Meat Ban In

Bengaluru: Shops To

Bengaluru’s civic body, the

Greater Bengaluru Authority

(GBA), has ordered a one-day

ban on meat sales and animal

slaughter across the city to

mark the Sri Ramanavami

festival. All meat shops under

its jurisdiction must remain

closed for the day, with

inspections planned to ensure

compliance. Violations will

attract action under municipal

regulations. Authorities say the

temporary restriction, a

common practice during major

religious occasions in

Karnataka, is intended to

respect cultural and religious

sentiments, and residents are

advised to plan purchases in

advance....

Hyderabad’s top

ranking is driven by stronger

performance in housing and

diversity, while Bengaluru,

now second, still leads in

employment, startups and

tech talent.

MLA Demands 5 IPL

Tickets For Every

Legislator, Says Can’t

Stand In Queue

A demand by Karnataka

legislators for complimentary

Indian Premier League (IPL)

tickets has sparked a political

row in the state, highlighting

tensions over privilege, public

resources and the governance

of sport. The controversy began

when Congress MLA Vijayanand

Kashappanavar publicly

criticised the Karnataka State

Cricket Association (KSCA) for

not providing free tickets to

MLAs, ministers and their

families for IPL matches in

Bengaluru. Speaking ahead of

the 2026 season opener, he

argued that elected

representatives are “VIPs” who

“cannot stand in the queue”

and should receive at least five

tickets each, along with

separate seating away from the

general public. Kashappanavar

accused the KSCA of

disrespecting legislators despite

benefiting from government

support, including land,

facilities and security. He

alleged black marketing in

online ticket sales and said the

matter had been formally

raised in the Assembly, where

he urged the Speaker to

intervene. He further claimed

the KSCA had become “too

powerful” and unaccountable,

accusing it of “collecting money

and enjoying” while ignoring

elected officials. The demand

drew cross-party backing.

Leader of Opposition and BJP

leader R Ashoka also attacked

the KSCA in the Assembly,

questioning high ticket prices

despite the association

allegedly receiving government

land at concessional rates.

Assembly Speaker UT Khader

proposed that the government

formally engage with the KSCA

to secure at least four tickets

per MLA and suitable

arrangements for their families.

Deputy Chief Minister DK

Shivakumar supported the

legislators’ stance, saying MLAs

had the right to seek such

access and promising to take

up the issue with KSCA

authorities. The dispute,

emerging just as Royal

Challengers Bengaluru prepare

to host Sunrisers Hyderabad in

the season’s opening match,

has reignited debate over

political entitlement, the use of

public resources for private or

elite benefit, and the growing

commercial and political clout

of cricket bodies in India.

One For Jobs, Other For

Life: New Report Attempts

To Settle ‘Bengaluru vs

Hyderabad’ Debate

A new data-driven report

suggests that Bengaluru and

Hyderabad have emerged as

the twin engines of India’s

urban economic growth,

increasingly challenging the

long-established dominance of

Delhi-NCR and Mumbai. The

“WeAreCity 2026: A Tale of Two

Cities” study, released by

UnboxingBLR and How India

Lives at the Indiaspora Global

AI Summit, shifts the often

anecdotal rivalry between the

two southern tech hubs into a

comparative, metrics-based

assessment. Between 2019 and

2024, Bengaluru and

Hyderabad together accounted

for about 53% of all Grade A

office space added across

India’s top cities, nearly half of

new domestic flight

movements, and 40–50% of

entry-level hiring across major

sectors such as IT,

manufacturing, pharma and

BFSI. In the last financial year,

one in four new companies

registered in the top eight cities

was based in either Bengaluru

or Hyderabad, indicating a

structural shift in India’s urban

power centres. Bengaluru

remains India’s clear startup

capital, attracting $42.3 billion

in funding between 2020 and

2024, compared with

Hyderabad’s $1.3 billion. This

funding edge is even sharper in

AI, and is reflected in higher

patent activity, formal

employment and high-end tech

roles. Hyderabad, however, is

rapidly strengthening its

position through near-parity in

new office space, matching

Bengaluru in new company

registrations in 2024–25, and

strong growth in Global

Capability Centres, where it has

added more employees in

recent years. On jobs,

Bengaluru leads in startups and

innovation-driven roles, while

Hyderabad offers more

enterprise tech and GCC-led

opportunities, seen as stable

and large-scale. Liveability

indicators are mixed: commute

times are similar, but

Hyderabad scores better on

infrastructure delivery and

perceived safety, especially for

women, whereas Bengaluru

leads in lifestyle diversity,

cultural vibrancy and

discretionary spending. The

report introduces three indices

—Economic Heft, Liveability and

Workforce Pull—placing Delhi-

NCR, Greater Mumbai and

Bengaluru at the top for

economic weight, Hyderabad

first for liveability, and

Bengaluru as the strongest

magnet for talent.

No Opening Ceremony For

IPL 2026! BCCI Makes Big

Decision Ahead Of

Season’s Opener In

Bengaluru

The 2026 Indian Premier

League (IPL) will begin on

March 28 with defending

champions Royal Challengers

Bengaluru (RCB) facing

Sunrisers Hyderabad at M

Chinnaswamy Stadium in

Bengaluru, but the tournament

will notably start without its

customary opening ceremony.

The Board of Control for Cricket

in India (BCCI) has decided to

cancel all inaugural festivities

as a mark of respect for the 11

people who died during RCB’s

IPL title celebration at the same

venue on June 4, 2025. BCCI

secretary Devajit Saikia

confirmed that there will be no

cultural or entertainment

programme on the opening day

of IPL-19, describing the move

as a tribute to the victims of

last year’s tragedy. The decision

marks a departure from the

league’s tradition of star-

studded opening shows. In

2025, the ceremony at Eden

Gardens in Kolkata featured

Bollywood actor and Kolkata

Knight Riders co-owner Shah

Rukh Khan performing ahead of

the season opener between

KKR and RCB. While the

opening ceremony has been

scrapped, the BCCI and IPL

Governing Council are planning

a “grand entertainment

function” for the closing

ceremony on May 31, likely to

be held at M Chinnaswamy

Stadium, which is also expected

to host the final. The stadium

itself has only recently been

cleared to stage matches again.

It was barred from hosting

cricket after the fatal incident

during RCB’s victory

celebrations, but the Karnataka

government has now granted

permission for games to

resume. As a result, RCB will

play five of their seven home

fixtures in Bengaluru, with the

remaining two shifted to

Shaheed Veer Narayan Singh

International Cricket Stadium in

Raipur. The move underscores

the league’s attempt to balance

respect for those who died with

a return to normalcy, while

maintaining the IPL’s reputation

for spectacle through an

expanded closing event.

GBA Imposes One Day

Meat Ban In Bengaluru:

Shops To Stay Shut

Tomorrow

The Greater Bengaluru

Authority (GBA) has imposed a

one-day ban on the sale of

meat and animal slaughter

across Bengaluru in connection

with the Sri Ramanavami

festival. The restriction,

described by officials as a

routine festival-related

measure, will be in force for the

entire day and applies to all

meat shops operating under the

GBA’s jurisdiction. Under the

order, the sale of meat is

completely prohibited, animal

slaughter is not permitted, and

all meat outlets must remain

closed. Authorities have stated

that the decision is intended to

maintain the sanctity of the

Hindu festival and to respect

cultural and religious

sentiments associated with the

occasion. Such bans are not

unprecedented in Bengaluru or

elsewhere in Karnataka. Similar

restrictions are often enforced

on major religious days, when

municipal bodies temporarily

halt animal slaughter and meat

sales as a mark of respect for

observant communities.

Officials emphasized that this

latest directive should be

viewed in that context, as a

short-term, symbolic measure

rather than a permanent policy

shift. To ensure compliance, the

GBA has said that inspection

teams and enforcement squads

will be deployed across key

areas of the city. Violations of

the order will attract action

under relevant municipal

regulations, and shop owners

have been warned against

operating during the restricted

period. Residents, particularly

non-vegetarian consumers,

have been advised to plan their

purchases in advance, as

regular supplies from local

meat shops will not be available

for the duration of the ban.

While the move may cause

minor inconvenience,

authorities maintain that the

impact will be limited and

temporary, and argue that the

measure helps facilitate the

peaceful and respectful

observance of Sri Ramanavami

across Bengaluru.

Heading To RCB Match On

Saturday? Bengaluru

Metro To Run Till 2 AM,

Check Timings

As Bengaluru gears up to host

the IPL 2026 opening match at

the M Chinnaswamy Stadium,

city authorities are rolling out

an expanded public transport

plan to manage the anticipated

surge of spectators in the

central business district. The

Bangalore Metro Rail

Corporation Limited (BMRCL)

has announced extended

Namma Metro services on

March 28, with trains running

well beyond regular hours on all

lines. Services from terminal

stations such as Whitefield,

Challaghatta, Silk Institute,

Madavara and Bommasandra

will continue until around 2

a.m., with staggered last-train

departures designed to handle

post-match crowds. From the

key interchange hub at

Nadaprabhu Kempegowda

Station (Majestic), trains will

operate past midnight in all

directions, ensuring network-

wide connectivity for returning

fans. In a bid to reduce traffic

congestion and discourage the

use of private vehicles near the

stadium, BMRCL is also

expanding park-and-ride

options. Parking will be

available at 44 metro stations

across the city, with fees set at

₹30 for two-wheelers and ₹60

for cars. Spectators are being

encouraged to park at these

stations and complete their

journey by metro, alighting at

Cubbon Park or MG Road

stations, the closest stops to

the stadium, and walking the

remaining distance. In a notable

integration of transport and

event management, metro

access has been linked directly

to IPL match tickets. A QR code

enabling two-way metro travel

will be printed on physical

tickets or shared digitally,

allowing spectators to bypass

separate ticket purchases and

reducing queues at metro

stations during peak pre- and

post-match periods. With traffic

restrictions, road closures and

heavy vehicle movement

expected around the venue,

authorities are urging maximum

use of the metro. The measures

reflect a broader push toward

public transport–led crowd

management as Bengaluru

navigates one of its busiest

evenings of the sporting

season.
