PES University in Bengaluru has

suspended professor Muralidhar

Deshpande after he was allegedly

caught on video making communal and

derogatory remarks, including calling a

Muslim student “terrorist” when the

student asked to leave class briefly.

Students also allege he linked the

student to the Iran war and said Donald

Trump would “take him away” and that

he would “go to hell.” The university

has ordered an inquiry, while the

National Students’ Union of India has

filed a police complaint seeking strict

action and a public apology....

After gaining

the trust of her and her daughter, he

borrowed Rs 20,000, stayed at their

home, secretly noted the daughter’s

phone password, stole the woman’s

earrings and transferred Rs 1.75 lakh

from her bank account before fleeing.

The victim alerted the cybercrime

helpline, police froze related accounts,

and investigators suspect a larger gang

targeting women on matrimony

platforms....

Bengaluru may test US-style

right-side driving to ease

congestion

Bengaluru Traffic Police are

considering a pilot scheme that

would temporarily shift vehicles to

the right side of the road at select

congested intersections to ease

bottlenecks, The Times of India

reports. The rest of the city would

continue with normal left-side

driving. The experiment, inspired by

foreign traffic-management models,

aims to improve flow where right-

turning vehicles block straight traffic.

Experts warn it will require clear

signage, markings and public

awareness. Authorities are still

assessing feasibility before limited

implementation.

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IPL 2026 Opening Match In

Bengaluru is bracing for heavy traffic

and tight security as the Indian Premier

League (IPL) 2026 season opens with a

high-profile clash between Royal

Challengers Bangalore and Sunrisers

Hyderabad at the M Chinnaswamy

Stadium on Sunday. With thousands of

spectators expected in and around the

central business district, city authorities

have announced extensive traffic curbs

and parking controls to prevent

congestion and ensure public safety.

Traffic restrictions will be in force from 3

pm to midnight across key routes

surrounding the stadium, and

commuters have been urged to avoid the

area or plan alternative routes. Parking

has been barred on several major roads,

including stretches from Balekundi

Circle to Queen’s Circle and CTO

Junction, as well as MG Road between

Anil Kumble Circle and Queen’s Circle.

Additional no-parking zones cover

Queen’s Road, Raj Bhavan Road, T

Chowdaiah Road, Race Course Road,

Central Street, Kasturba Road, Lavelle

Road, Vitthal Mallya Road, Mallya

Hospital Road, and parts of Cubbon

Road, St Mark’s Road, Museum Road,

and roads around Cubbon Park. To offset

these restrictions, designated parking

has been arranged at St Joseph’s Indian

High School Grounds, St Joseph’s

European School Grounds, Freedom

Park’s MLC parking lot, Garuda Mall, UB

City, and the first floor of Shivajinagar

Bus Stand. Stadium access will be tightly

regulated through specific gates, with

separate entry and exit points and a

dedicated gate for players, team staff,

and VIPs. Authorities have also set up

organised pick-up and drop-off zones

for autos and cabs near BRV Ground and

Manekshaw Parade Ground, and have

requested that people without valid

tickets avoid gathering near the venue.

The match itself will see both sides

missing key fast bowlers Josh

Hazlewood and Pat Cummins, who are

in India but still recovering from

injuries. Officials stress that adherence

to traffic and safety guidelines will be

crucial to managing the city’s first major

IPL event of the season.

‘Sharm Nahi Aati…Terrorist’:

Bengaluru Professor Shouts At

Muslim Student In Class, Suspended
A professor at PES University in

Bengaluru has been suspended after

allegedly making communal and

derogatory remarks toward a Muslim

student during a class, triggering

outrage on campus and online. The

incident occurred on Thursday when the

student, identified as Affan, reportedly

asked permission to step out of class

briefly. According to students present,

the professor, identified as Muralidhar

Deshpande, reacted angrily and

allegedly called him a “terrorist” in front

of classmates. A video of the exchange,

now widely circulated, captures the

professor saying in Hindi, “Sharm nahi

aati, tumko (Don’t you feel ashamed),”

and later using the word “terrorist,”

though parts of the audio are obscured

by background noise. Students further

alleged that the professor escalated the

remarks, blaming “people like him” for

the Iran war, suggesting former US

President Donald Trump would “come

and take him away,” and telling the

student he would “go to hell,” according

to NDTV. These comments have been

criticised as Islamophobic and

discriminatory. In response to the

backlash, PES University’s Vice

Chancellor announced that Deshpande

has been suspended pending an internal

inquiry. The university confirmed it had

received a formal complaint from the

student and said the suspension would

remain in force until a detailed

investigation is completed. The Vice

Chancellor noted that the professor has

served as an adjunct faculty member for

several years, said faculty are trained in

classroom conduct, and stressed that

such an incident had not previously

been reported at the institution.

Anonymously, a student claimed that

three classmates who supported Affan

were also suspended on separate

grounds, raising further concerns

among students. Meanwhile, the

National Students’ Union of India has

filed a police complaint, demanding

strict action against the professor and a

public apology, bringing the matter into

the broader arena of campus rights and

communal harmony in educational

spaces.

Fake ‘Army Officer’ Groom Dupes

Bengaluru Woman, Escapes With

Cash, Gold Worth Rs 1.75 Lakh
A Bengaluru woman seeking a fresh

start through remarriage was allegedly

duped by a man she met on a

matrimony platform, in a case that has

renewed concerns over online fraud

targeting vulnerable users. The victim’s

daughter had created a profile for her

mother on the platform, where a man

identifying himself as “Shivraj” soon

expressed interest. Claiming to be an

Army officer and a widower whose wife

had died in an accident, he said he had

no close family and promised to care for

the woman if they married. Over time,

he built rapport with both mother and

daughter and pressed to meet them in

person. Before travelling to Bengaluru,

Shivraj reported a supposed problem

with his flight and requested Rs 20,000,

assuring he would repay it on arrival.

The woman transferred the money. He

then visited the family, who sent a car to

receive him, hosted him at their home

and went out for a meal with him.

During the outing, he allegedly watched

and memorised the daughter’s phone

password as she made a digital

payment. He also advised them not to

keep their phones near their heads while

sleeping, a suggestion that later

appeared to be a ploy to gain

unobstructed access to the devices at

night. Within two days, he left the house

without informing them. The family

soon discovered that the woman’s gold

earrings were missing and that Rs 1.75

lakh had been transferred from her bank

account to multiple accounts,

apparently using the stolen phone

credentials. She immediately called the

national cybercrime helpline 1930 and

lodged a police complaint. Authorities

moved to freeze the beneficiary

accounts. Bommanahalli police have

registered a case and launched an

investigation. Initial inquiries indicate

the suspect may be part of a larger

network using fabricated identities and

emotional manipulation on matrimony

sites to target women. The incident

underscores growing risks on digital

matchmaking platforms and the need

for stronger verification and user

vigilance.

Bengaluru PNG Network Expansion

Targets 25,000 Homes Amid LPG

Crisis; Roadwork Could Affect

Traffic
Bengaluru is preparing for a significant

expansion of its piped natural gas (PNG)

network, with more than 25,000

households and 69 commercial

establishments slated to be connected in

the coming months. The push comes

amid heightened concern over liquefied

petroleum gas (LPG) supply disruptions

linked to the ongoing conflict in West

Asia, which has underscored the city’s

dependence on imported fuel. To fast-

track the rollout, the Karnataka

government has invoked emergency

procedures for road-cutting approvals.

In a 17 March directive, Chief Secretary

Shalini Rajneesh instructed the Greater

Bengaluru Authority and the four city

corporations—Bengaluru South, North,

East and West—to clear permissions on

a “priority and emergency basis.” The

letter also suggested that agencies may

seek a Rs 50 lakh bank guarantee from

the implementing company to ensure

adherence to conditions and timely

restoration of roads. The project, to be

executed by state-run gas utility GAIL,

will initially target large residential

clusters on the city’s outskirts, where

demand for PNG is high. Apartment

complexes and commercial buildings

under the Bengaluru Central City

corporation are excluded from this

phase. The 69 commercial consumers

identified—primarily hotels, restaurants

and cafes—currently use about 6,561 kg

of LPG daily. Key corridors earmarked

for pipeline work include Sarjapur Main

Road, HSR Layout, JP Nagar,

Malleshwaram and Yelahanka, with

connections planned within 500 metres

of the proposed routes. While the

expansion is expected to ease LPG

shortages and provide a more reliable

urban fuel network, it will involve

extensive road-cutting that could

disrupt traffic on major stretches.

Authorities say GAIL will be responsible

for restoring roads to their original

condition. The initiative is further

shaped by last year’s city gas

distribution policy, which slashed

pipeline installation charges from Rs

1,957 per metre to Rs 1. City

corporations, however, have raised

concerns that the sharply reduced fee

does not cover the cost of repairing and

maintaining affected road

infrastructure. As work begins, residents

and businesses along the planned routes

are being urged to anticipate temporary

inconvenience in exchange for longer-

term energy security and diversification.

Weeks Before Harvest, Mango Faces

Market Shifts And Weather Shock:

What Next?
Mango growers across Karnataka are

heading into a tense harvest season as

traditional export markets falter and

extreme weather damages crops, forcing

a rapid rethink of how and where they

sell their fruit. Farmers in key mango-

producing districts such as Kolar,

Chikkaballapura, Ramanagara,

Bengaluru Rural, Dharwad and Belagavi

say the usual pre-harvest rhythm has

been disrupted. In earlier years, traders

from Maharashtra and Gujarat would

arrive weeks in advance, inspect

orchards, pay advances and lock in large

volumes for export to Gulf countries

including Iran, Iraq, Kuwait and the

UAE. This season, many of those traders

have not turned up, delayed payments

or stopped responding altogether.

Growers and officials attribute the

slowdown to geopolitical tensions and

uncertainty in Gulf markets, which have

long served as a dependable destination

for Karnataka’s premium varieties like

Alphonso. The sudden instability has

exposed the risks of over-reliance on a

single export corridor and left farmers

scrambling for alternatives just weeks

before picking begins. In response, the

Karnataka Mango Growers Association

and state horticulture officials are

pushing to diversify export destinations.

New interest is emerging from markets

such as the United States, the United

Kingdom and Singapore, which has

already placed an order for more than

200 tonnes. However, farmers caution

that isolated large orders will not be

enough to absorb the state’s output or

provide long-term security. The crisis is

also reshaping the supply chain. More

than 100 growers have registered as

independent exporters this year, seeking

to bypass middlemen and directly

connect with overseas buyers, marking

what officials describe as a significant

structural shift in the sector.

Compounding the market uncertainty,

unseasonal summer rains and

hailstorms in northern Karnataka have

severely damaged orchards, causing

fruit to rot or drop prematurely. As a

result, many farmers now face a dual

blow of reduced yields and unclear

demand, underscoring how climate

volatility and geopolitical risk are

converging to challenge one of the

state’s flagship horticultural industries.
