Chasing 202,

their 101-run stand off 45 balls set up a

rapid finish at 203/4 in 15.4 overs, aided

by captain Rajat Patidar’s 31 off 12.

Earlier, Ishan Kishan’s 80 off 38 and

Jacob Duffy’s 3/22 shaped SRH’s 201/9,

which proved insufficient against RCB’s

dominant batting display....

Gowda and her

lawyer submitted chat records and a

formal complaint to senior officials,

claiming the inspector repeatedly called

her, used pet names, and asked her to

address him as “Paapu.”

Read More 

Bengaluru Turns To Biogas
After LPG Crisis Hits
Kitchens, But Half-Ready
Plants Raise Questions Over
City’s Fuel Future

Bengaluru is revisiting biogas as an

alternative to LPG amid recent fuel

shortages, using seven operational

plants that convert organic waste into

gas and electricity. Key facilities in

Koramangala and Horohalli already

supply restaurants and commercial

users, and NGOs and community

kitchens are installing their own units.

However, four completed plants remain

idle, infrastructure and pipeline

networks are limited, and several plants

are underperforming. Authorities plan

to operationalise pending units and

expand capacity, but a citywide

transition to biogas is still some way

off....

A murder case under Section 103 of

the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita has been

registered, and investigations

continue....

Virat Kohli, Jacob Duffy power
RCB to dominant IPL 2026
win over SRH

Royal Challengers Bengaluru began

their IPL 2026 title defence with a

dominant six-wicket win over

Sunrisers Hyderabad, chasing 202 in

just 15.4 overs. Virat Kohli anchored

the pursuit with an unbeaten 69,

supported by Devdutt Padikkal’s 61

and Rajat Patidar’s 31. Earlier,

debutant Jacob Duffy led RCB’s

attack with 3 for 22 as SRH were

restricted to 201 for 9. Former India

batter Sanjay Bangar highlighted

RCB’s long-term strategy of

recruiting tall fast bowlers, citing

Duffy as the latest example.

LPG crisis in Bengaluru reveals
new trend as thief steals gas
cylinder

A CCTV-captured theft of a domestic

LPG cylinder from a Bengaluru home

has highlighted growing insecurity

around everyday essentials amid an

ongoing gas shortage. The thief, seen

swiftly lifting the cylinder from a

ground-floor area in Govindpur,

avoided showing his face,

complicating police efforts to identify

him. Residents report frequent LPG

delivery delays and long queues,

fuelling fears of rising cylinder thefts

and black marketing. Police have

urged tighter home security and safer

storage, while citizens demand more

reliable LPG supply.

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RCB Chase Down 202-Run Target In
94 Balls To Kickstart Title Defence
With Record-breaking Win
Royal Challengers Bengaluru began

their IPL 2026 title defence with a

commanding six-wicket win over

Sunrisers Hyderabad in the season

opener at the M. Chinnaswamy

Stadium, chasing down 202 with 26

balls to spare. Set 202 on a pitch hosting

top-flight cricket after nearly 10 months,

RCB’s reply was anchored by a

contrasting yet devastating partnership

between Devdutt Padikkal and Virat

Kohli. After Phil Salt’s early dismissal,

Padikkal’s 26-ball 61, built on wristy

strokeplay, footwork and fierce cuts,

combined with Kohli’s classical 69*

featuring drives, shots in the ‘V’ and his

trademark swat-flick, produced a 101-

run stand off just 45 balls for the second

wicket. Their assault effectively decided

the contest. Skipper Rajat Patidar added

a brisk 31 off 12 balls to keep the chase

ahead of the rate. Brief hiccups followed

with the quick dismissals of Patidar and

Jitesh Sharma, but Kohli finished the job

in style, including a sequence of 6, 4, 4, 4

off Harshal Patel, as RCB closed on 203/4

in 15.4 overs. Earlier, Patidar’s decision

to field first on an untested surface was

justified by New Zealand pacer Jacob

Duffy, whose spell of 3 for 22 exploited

bounce and reduced SRH to 29 for 3.

Stand-in captain Ishan Kishan then

counterattacked with an 80 off 38 balls,

adding 97 with Heinrich Klaasen (31) for

the fourth wicket. Kishan’s innings,

marked by aggressive hitting against

Abhinandan Singh and Krunal Pandya,

lifted SRH to a competitive 201/9, with

late runs from Aniket Verma (43).

Kishan’s dismissal to a spectacular

diving catch by Salt checked SRH’s

momentum at the death, leaving their

total slightly under par on a small

ground. The match underlined RCB’s

batting depth and intent in their title

defence, while highlighting SRH’s

reliance on Kishan’s top-order fireworks.

Bengaluru Cop Accused Of Sending
Obscene Messages To ‘Lady Don’,
Complaint Filed
A Bengaluru police inspector is facing

serious misconduct allegations after a

woman with a criminal background

publicly accused him of harassment and

inappropriate communication,

prompting scrutiny of police behaviour

and internal accountability. The

complainant, Yashaswini Gowda, locally

known as the “Lady Don” and said to

have a rowdy sheet opened against her,

has submitted a formal complaint and

purported chat records to senior police

officials. The controversy erupted after

screenshots of alleged conversations

between Gowda and Konanakunte

Police Station Inspector Papanna

circulated widely on social media.

According to Gowda and her legal team,

the messages show the inspector using

intimate and informal language, asking

her to call him “Paapu” instead of “sir”,

and sending phrases such as “I love

you”, “you are very sexy”, “dear”,

“darling” and “Yashu”. She alleges that

the officer repeatedly called her in the

mornings and evenings, questioned her

when she did not answer, and expressed

a desire to visit her home. Gowda

appeared outside the Bengaluru Police

Commissioner’s Office to publicly level

the accusations, questioning how an

officer who had opened a rowdy sheet

and supported cases against her,

including under the Goonda Act, could

simultaneously claim to be her “close

friend”. She contends that earlier

attempts to complain were dismissed by

senior officials, leaving her feeling that

her criminal record was being used to

undermine her credibility and obstruct

redress. Her lawyer, Naresh, has framed

the case as indicative of broader

systemic issues, alleging misuse of

official time and resources and warning

that if such conduct can occur with a

“strong woman”, others may be at

greater risk. He has called for

accountability within the police force. As

of now, Bengaluru police have not

issued an official statement, and no

disciplinary action has been publicly

announced, leaving key questions about

the internal response and potential

inquiry unresolved.

Bengaluru Turns To Biogas After
LPG Crisis Hits Kitchens, But Half-
Ready Plants Raise Questions Over
City’s Fuel Future
Bengaluru is renewing its push toward

biogas as an alternative cooking fuel

after recent LPG shortages disrupted

households and commercial kitchens,

highlighting the city’s vulnerability to

fossil fuel supply shocks. The city

currently operates seven biogas plants

that convert organic waste into fuel and

electricity, with several undergoing

upgrades to function as full-scale fuel

facilities. These plants are spread across

neighbourhoods including

Koramangala, Jayanagar, Domlur and

Horohalli. While some units are running

efficiently, others are underperforming

or not yet fully commissioned, raising

doubts about whether the existing

system can support a broader transition

away from LPG. The Koramangala plant,

one of the oldest in the network,

processes about 18 tonnes of waste a day

and supplies biogas directly via

pipelines to a nearby restaurant,

demonstrating a localized, closed-loop

model of waste-to-energy use. A larger

facility in Horohalli handles roughly 50

tonnes of wet waste daily and produces

compressed biomethane for commercial

consumers, indicating the potential for

biogas to serve larger-scale energy

needs. Beyond government facilities,

NGOs and large community kitchens

have installed their own biogas units to

secure more reliable and sustainable fuel

sources. Experts and officials point to

biogas’s environmental advantages,

including lower carbon emissions and

reduced landfill burden, as well as

potential economic benefits over time.

However, the city’s biogas ecosystem

remains incomplete. Four newly built

plants are still not operational, a

planned facility in Kannahalli is yet to

come up, and limited pipeline networks

constrain distribution. Uneven

performance across plants further

complicates efforts to scale up.

Authorities say they are working to

activate idle plants and expand capacity,

but acknowledge that a citywide shift to

biogas will be gradual. The current push

positions biogas as a key component of

Bengaluru’s long-term strategy for

energy resilience and sustainable waste

management.

Bengaluru Man Kills Brother-in-
Law, Walks Into Police Station With
Body And Surrenders
A 24-year-old man was killed in

southern Bengaluru in a case that has

shocked local police, after the alleged

assailant drove the body to a police

station and confessed to the crime. The

accused, Srinivas, a dog kennel operator

from Bhyrappanahalli, is alleged to have

murdered his brother-in-law, Ranjith,

with whom he had a strained

relationship. Police said the men were

related through marriage, as Srinivas

had married Ranjith’s sister. According

to investigators, tensions had been

mounting over Ranjith’s alleged

relationship with Srinivas’s younger

sister, who is already married. This

purported affair had reportedly become

a source of anger and conflict within the

family. On Thursday, Srinivas allegedly

called Ranjith to Bilwaradahalli, near

Bannerghatta, saying he wanted to

discuss the issue. Police believe a heated

argument broke out during the meeting,

during which Srinivas is accused of

attacking Ranjith with a metal rod. A

blow to the head is said to have killed

Ranjith on the spot. In an unusual turn,

Srinivas then placed the body in his car

and drove directly to the Bannerghatta

police station. There, he allegedly

confessed to the killing and presented

the body to officers, leaving them

stunned by the manner of his surrender.

Police have arrested Srinivas and

registered a case under Section 103

(murder) of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita

(BNS), the new criminal code that

recently replaced the Indian Penal Code.

The body has been sent for post-mortem

to confirm the cause and circumstances

of death. Investigators are now

reconstructing the sequence of events,

examining the alleged motive rooted in

a family dispute and gathering

additional evidence. The case has drawn

attention both for its apparent link to

personal and moral conflicts within a

family and for the dramatic way in

which the accused turned himself in.

Devdutt Padikkal Credits Ex-IND
Wicketkeeper For His ‘Evolution And
Improvement’ As T20 Batter
Royal Challengers Bengaluru began

their IPL 2026 campaign with a

dominant six-wicket win over Sunrisers

Hyderabad at the M Chinnaswamy

Stadium, driven by a blistering innings

from Devdutt Padikkal and a reshaped

batting approach he credits to the

franchise’s support staff. Chasing 202,

Padikkal walked in at No. 3 and smashed

61 off just 26 balls at a strike rate of

234.62, hitting seven fours and four

sixes. His assault effectively took the

game away from Sunrisers, allowing

RCB to overhaul the target with 26 balls

to spare. The innings also marked a

striking evolution from the more

classical, accumulative style Padikkal

displayed when he first broke into the

IPL in 2020. Speaking after the match,

Padikkal attributed his transformation

as a T20 batter to RCB head coach Andy

Flower and batting coach Dinesh

Karthik, the former India wicketkeeper

who joined the staff in 2025 after

retiring in 2024. He said both coaches

pushed him through significant

technical and mental changes, helping

him adapt to the more aggressive, high-

tempo demands of modern T20 cricket.

Padikkal noted that T20 batting

standards have shifted sharply over the

past five to six years, making it essential

for him to believe he could sustain a

more attacking game. He credited

Flower and Karthik with instilling that

belief. Describing the chase, Padikkal

said Virat Kohli’s clear role definition at

the crease was crucial. Kohli asked him

to maintain a high run rate and pressure

the bowlers while Kohli anchored the

innings. Padikkal said Kohli’s presence

reduced the pressure on him and

enabled him to play with freedom, even

after the early loss of opener Phil Salt.

RCB’s assessment that SRH’s bowling

lacked depth further emboldened their

approach, underpinning a statement

win to open the season.
