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Karnataka Cop Makes 17

Constables Stand In The

Sun Over Indiscipline,

Home Dept Transfers Her

A routine morning roll call at

the Chikkajajur police station in

Karnataka’s Chitradurga district

has escalated into a statewide

debate on police discipline,

authority, and gender dynamics

within the force. According to a

report by The Times of India,

the incident began when sub-

inspector (SI) Netravati

allegedly felt she was

addressed disrespectfully by a

constable during Sunday’s

assembly. Unable to identify

who made the remark, she

asked the gathered personnel

to point out the individual.

When no one came forward,

she reportedly ordered 17

constables to stand outside the

station in the midday heat,

holding their rifles above their

heads for nearly two hours as a

form of collective punishment.

The SI is said to have joined

them in the sun while

questioning each constable in

an effort to identify the

offender. The prolonged drill

took a physical toll: some

personnel, including officers

with conditions such as

diabetes, reportedly

experienced discomfort and

had to be brought indoors for

first aid, though no

hospitalisation was required.

Photographs of the scene

circulated widely on social

media, triggering sharp and

divided reactions. Critics called

the punishment excessive and

potentially abusive, while

supporters argued that strict

measures are necessary to

maintain discipline, particularly

when a superior officer is

allegedly disrespected. A senior

IPS officer quoted by TOI

backed the SI, stressing that

insubordination towards a

woman officer cannot be

ignored in a hierarchical force.

The controversy quickly drew

official scrutiny. Chitradurga

superintendent of police Ranjith

Kumar Bandaru ordered a

departmental inquiry and asked

the deputy superintendent to

submit a detailed report. Before

the probe concluded, however,

the state home department

transferred SI Netravati to the

district police control room, a

move seen as a response to

public and internal pressure. A

retired police officer criticised

the transfer, arguing that it

unfairly targets the SI and may

undermine accountability by

discouraging firm action on

discipline within the ranks.

Baby Girl Climbs On Chair,

Falls Off First Floor Railing

In Bengaluru’s

Nayandahalli

A routine evening in west

Bengaluru’s Nayandahalli

locality turned traumatic for a

young family on April 6, when a

1.5-year-old girl accidentally fell

from the first floor of her home,

highlighting ongoing concerns

over child safety in urban

residential buildings. The

incident occurred around 6:30

pm, according to a report in The

Times of India. The toddler, the

couple’s only child, had been

playing inside the house before

she wandered out through the

main door into the passage.

There, she is believed to have

climbed onto a chair placed

near a metal grill, lost her

balance and fallen onto the

road below. A passerby who

saw the fall immediately alerted

the family and helped rush the

child to a private hospital in

Basavanagudi. She sustained a

severe head injury and was

bleeding when taken to

hospital, but doctors have since

said she is in the intensive care

unit, stable and improving, and

now out of danger. At the time

of the incident, the child’s

mother was reportedly in the

kitchen, attending to milk on

the stove. The father later told

police that the family does not

blame anyone for what they

describe as a tragic accident.

The moment of the fall was

captured on CCTV, which

reportedly shows the child

peering through the grill just

before slipping. Neighbours,

drawn by the commotion,

helped the family, with locals

assisting both the injured child

and her mother, who is said to

have fainted on seeing her

daughter’s condition. Police

from Chandra Layout station

said no formal complaint has

been filed. The episode

underscores the risks posed by

seemingly innocuous household

arrangements—such as chairs

near railings or grills—

especially in multi-storey

homes, and raises broader

questions about preventive

safety measures for young

children in densely populated

residential areas.

‘I Will Go To Jail, I Killed

Kruthika’: Husband’s

Chilling Chats Surface In

Bengaluru Doctor Murder

Case

Police in Bengaluru are probing

an alleged medically

engineered murder after the

death of 27-year-old doctor

Kruthika Reddy, whose

husband, fellow doctor

Mahendra Reddy, is accused of

killing her with a hospital-grade

anaesthetic and attempting an

elaborate digital cover-up.

Investigators say Mahendra,

who worked with Kruthika at

Victoria Hospital and married

her in May 2024, allegedly

administered the anaesthetic

drug Propofol to her under the

guise of treatment. Propofol is

typically used only in operation

theatres under strict

supervision. Kruthika collapsed

on April 23, 2025, at her

father’s home in Marathahalli

after Mahendra had reportedly

given her injections over two

days. She was declared dead at

a nearby hospital, and the

death was initially treated as

natural. Suspicion raised by her

family prompted a deeper

probe. A subsequent forensic

report detected Propofol in her

body, leading police to

reclassify the case as murder

and arrest Mahendra. The

investigation has since focused

heavily on digital evidence.

Police say they have analysed

more than 1.034 million digital

files from seized devices,

including 485 chat records from

the PhonePe app and multiple

deleted messages recovered

through forensic tools. Among

these are alleged chats with

Mahendra’s girlfriend, in which

he appears to instruct her to

mislead investigators by

describing their relationship as

“just friends” and avoiding

contact with him. In other

purported messages, Mahendra

is said to have written that he

had “killed Kruthika” and would

“go to jail,” adding that “a killer

can never be happy.”

Investigators say these

messages, combined with

financial and location data,

have helped reconstruct the

sequence of events and

indicate attempts to influence

witnesses and obstruct the

probe. Citing the seriousness of

the charges and the strength of

the digital trail, a sessions court

has rejected Mahendra’s bail

plea, keeping him in custody as

the murder investigation

continues.

Master Health Checks, AI

And Anxiety: Are We

Testing More Than

Needed?

A routine annual health check-

up in Bengaluru led to a colon

cancer diagnosis for a 42-year-

old man, underscoring both the

value of preventive screening

and the risks of self-interpreting

medical reports via the internet

and AI tools. The man initially

treated his newly detected

anaemia with over-the-counter

iron supplements after

consulting Google, delaying a

medical consultation for

months. When he finally saw a

doctor, further evaluation

revealed blood in the colon and

ultimately colon cancer, with

the anaemia having been an

early warning sign. Doctors say

this case reflects a wider trend:

many people now rely on

search engines or AI platforms

to interpret complex lab reports

instead of consulting

physicians. Dr Sunil

Havannavar, senior consultant

in internal medicine at Manipal

Hospital, Sarjapur, noted that

more than half of patients

either Google individual

parameters or upload entire

reports to AI tools. He warned

that such tools may be

inaccurate or misleading and

stressed that test selection and

interpretation must be tailored

to an individual’s age, lifestyle,

gender and family history.

Experts highlighted that up to

80 percent of tests in standard

“master health check”

packages may be unnecessary

for a given person.

Recommended screening

strategies vary by age: limited

tests for most people under 40

unless there is a strong family

history; targeted heart, cancer

and deficiency screenings for

those with sedentary lifestyles;

and more comprehensive heart

and cancer screening from age

50 onward. Hospitals in

Bengaluru are seeing a surge in

preventive check-ups,

particularly around the financial

year-end, driven by growing

health awareness and

insurance coverage for such

packages. While this signals a

shift toward proactive health

management, doctors

emphasise that tests are only

supportive tools. They argue

that personalised medical

advice and clinical examination

remain essential, and that

technology should complement,

not replace, professional

judgment.

BJP Conspiracy

Karnataka’s ruling Congress

and the opposition BJP are

locked in a fresh confrontation

after the Election Commission

(EC) sought details of funds

released under the state’s

flagship “guarantee schemes”

during ongoing bypolls in

Davangere and Bagalkot. Chief

Minister Siddaramaiah and

Deputy Chief Minister D.K.

Shivakumar accused the BJP of

using the EC to stall welfare

programmes that form the core

of the Congress government’s

agenda. The government says

it has spent over ₹1.25 lakh

crore on these schemes in the

past two-and-a-half years,

which include cash transfers

and subsidies targeted at

women, the poor and

unemployed youth. Shivakumar

alleged that the BJP had written

to the EC objecting to the

release of instalments during

the bypoll period, calling it a

“conspiracy” to stop benefits

and an “attack on the poor.” He

insisted that all payments were

within legal limits and part of

ongoing governance, not

election-time sops. He assured

beneficiaries that instalments

released up to last month would

be followed by the next tranche

after polling, and that the

schemes would continue.

Siddaramaiah described the

EC’s move as “suspicious and

discriminatory,” arguing that

the guarantees were promised

in the 2023 Assembly election

and implemented well before

the bypolls. He accused the

Commission of “double

standards,” pointing to cash

transfer schemes announced

before elections in Maharashtra

and Bihar that, he claimed, did

not attract similar scrutiny. The

BJP has questioned both the

timing of the payments during

the model code of conduct and

the financial sustainability of

the guarantees, arguing that

instalments during the

campaign could influence

voters. The EC’s eventual

decision on whether the

payments violate election

norms is likely to have

significant political implications,

as the guarantee schemes are

central to the Congress’s

welfare narrative and a key

point of contention in the high-

stakes bypolls.
