Karnataka will make AI- and GIS-based

digital attendance mandatory for all

government staff from May 1, replacing

biometric systems. The Karnataka

Advanced Attendance Management

System (KAAMS), accessed via the

Kartavya mobile app, records

attendance through geofenced selfies at

the start and end of the workday.

Special Kartavya devices are being

installed for employees without

smartphones. Developed in-house by

the Centre for e-Governance, the system

will cover over 5 lakh employees and 15

lakh contractual workers, aiming to

curb misuse and enable real-time

monitoring....

Elevated) Flyover on Tumakuru Road in

Bengaluru will be fully closed to all

vehicles from 5 am on Monday, April 13,

to 11 am on Friday, April 17, for over 100

hours. The 4.2-km flyover, a key route

for northbound traffic, is being shut so

NHAI can conduct final load tests after

replacing 1,422 corroded prestressed

cables. Traffic will be diverted to surface

roads via 8th Mile, Dasarahalli, Jalahalli

Cross and Peenya, and major delays are

expected....

Mumbai Metro has overtaken

Bengaluru’s Namma Metro to become

India’s second-longest operational

metro network after Delhi, following

the addition of about 10 km of new

corridors that pushed Mumbai past the

100-km mark. Bengaluru currently

operates 96 km with 83 stations and

has faced criticism over delays,

particularly on the Yellow Line.

Upcoming projects—including parts of

the Pink and Blue lines and the airport

link—are expected to expand

Bengaluru’s network to nearly 175 km

by 2027, if completed as planned....

Bengaluru Peripheral Ring
Road project revived as BDA
invites bids

The Bangalore Development

Authority has invited tenders for the

first 20-km package of Bengaluru’s

long-delayed Peripheral Ring Road,

now called the Bangalore Business

Corridor, at an estimated cost of Rs

3,348 crore. The stretch from

Tumakuru Road to Ballari Road will

be built under a DBOT model, with

36 months for construction and 10

years of operation, potentially

opening by mid-2029. About 83% of

land for this package is acquired,

though work depends on pending

High Court cases over certain land

parcels.

Bengaluru tech couple die in
suspected suicide after job loss

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From Ledger To ‘Kartavya’ Selfies:
Karnataka Set For AI Attendance
From May 1
Karnataka is set to overhaul how its

government employees record

attendance, mandating the use of an AI-

and GIS-based digital system from May 1

and phasing out traditional biometric

devices and paper registers. The

Karnataka Advanced Attendance

Management System (KAAMS), accessed

through the state’s “Kartavya” mobile

application, will become the sole mode

of attendance across departments,

boards and corporations. Under the new

system, employees and contractual staff

must mark attendance at the beginning

and end of the workday by taking a selfie

on their mobile phones within office

premises. The platform uses real-time

image capture combined with

geofencing to verify that employees are

physically present at their designated

workplace, aiming to curb practices such

as proxy attendance and manipulation

of biometric machines. To address the

digital divide, the government has

installed shared “Kartavya” devices in

major government complexes such as

Vidhana Soudha, Vikasa Soudha and the

Multi-storeyed Building, with the option

to extend these to other offices on

request. The transition is extensive,

covering more than five lakh permanent

employees and nearly 15 lakh

contractual workers across over 70

departments. Developed in-house by the

Centre for e-Governance under the

Department of Personnel and

Administrative Reforms (DPAR), KAAMS

is integrated with the state’s human

resource management platform,

reflecting a broader push towards

technology-driven governance and

tighter administrative oversight. The

system has already been piloted in

departments including health,

education and the Legislative Assembly

Secretariat, with around 1.3 lakh

employees from 51 departments

onboarded so far. Officials argue that the

move will make attendance tracking

more transparent, efficient and harder to

manipulate, while also eliminating

queues at biometric terminals. The shift

marks a significant structural change in

Karnataka’s public administration,

positioning the state as an early adopter

of AI- and location-enabled attendance

systems in government offices.

Bengaluru’s Peenya Flyover Shuts
For 102 Hrs From Monday: Timings,
Routes & What You Need To Know
The Sri Shivakumar Swamiji Flyover,

also known as the Peenya Elevated

Flyover, on Tumakuru Road (NH-4) in

Bengaluru will be completely closed to

traffic for more than four days to

facilitate crucial safety tests. The 4.2-

km, 15-metre-wide flyover, which

connects Peenya to Nagasandra, is a key

arterial route for northbound traffic and

daily commuters between the city and

Nelamangala. The National Highways

Authority of India (NHAI) will shut the

flyover from 5 am on Monday, April 13,

to 11 am on Friday, April 17. The closure

covers the entire stretch from the

Kennametal Widia upper ramp to the

SRS down ramp, effectively from CMTI

Junction to the Parle-G toll. The

structure, opened in 2010, has been

under scrutiny since December 2021,

when corrosion led to the failure of

prestressed cables in three spans. Citing

safety concerns, authorities then barred

buses and heavy trucks from using the

flyover. In recent months, engineers

have repaired and replaced about 1,422

cables. The upcoming shutdown is

intended for final load testing to verify

the strength and stability of the repaired

sections before any decision on restoring

full traffic, including heavy vehicles.

During the closure, all vehicles will be

diverted to surface and service roads

along Tumakuru Road. Traffic from

Nelamangala towards Bengaluru will be

routed via the NH-4 surface road

through 8th Mile, Dasarahalli, Jalahalli

Cross, Peenya Police Station Junction,

SRS Junction and onward to

Goraguntepalya. Vehicles heading out of

Bengaluru towards Nelamangala will

follow the reverse route from SRS

Junction to the Parle-G toll. Authorities

have warned of significant congestion

and delays throughout the week and

advised commuters to start earlier,

particularly during peak hours. The

outcome of the load tests will determine

when and how the flyover can be fully

reopened.

Fact Check: ‘Motionless’ Bengaluru
Man Not On ‘Zombie Drug’ — Had
Liquor With Arthritis Medication
Bengaluru police have arrested a city

resident for circulating a misleading

social media video that falsely claimed a

man was under the influence of a

dangerous “zombie drug,” a rumoured

new narcotic allegedly spreading in the

city. Authorities later confirmed the man

in the video had consumed alcohol

while on prescribed arthritis

medication, which accounted for his

disoriented behaviour. The video,

recorded and posted on Instagram by

Hemanth, a resident of Vidyaranyapura,

showed a man behaving erratically in a

public place. It was shared with captions

suggesting he had taken a “zombie

drug,” fuelling speculation about a new

substance in Bengaluru. The clip quickly

went viral across platforms, prompting

widespread concern and panic among

residents about drug abuse and public

safety. Bagalur Police registered a case

for spreading misinformation and traced

the video’s origin to Hemanth, who was

arrested approximately two days after

uploading it. Police said he was detained

for circulating unverified and

misleading content that created

unnecessary alarm and tarnished the

city’s image. Bengaluru City Police

Commissioner Seemant Kumar Singh

stated that a medical examination of the

man in the video confirmed he was not

under the influence of narcotics. Singh

criticised the act of posting such content

without verification, calling it “totally

illegal” to label the incident as drug-

related and generalise it to broader

conditions in Bengaluru. The case

underscores growing concerns over the

role of social media in amplifying

rumours and misinformation. Police

have used the incident to warn that

sharing sensational, unverified videos—

especially those that falsely link medical

or personal conditions to drug use or

public safety threats—can attract legal

action. The episode highlights the need

for caution, fact-checking, and

responsible online behaviour in an era of

viral content.

Bengaluru Airport Conducts Trial
For Contactless International Travel:
Here’s What It Means
Bengaluru’s Kempegowda International

Airport has completed technical trials of

a fully contactless international travel

system that uses facial recognition in

place of physical documents,

positioning India at the forefront of

biometric-enabled air travel. Conducted

by Bangalore International Airport

Limited (BIAL) in partnership with

IndiGo, Digi Yatra Foundation and the

International Air Transport Association

(IATA), the trials demonstrated an end-

to-end digital journey—from ticket

booking to boarding—powered by

biometric authentication. The initiative

is part of IATA’s global “One ID” push to

standardise contactless travel and

currently makes Bengaluru the only

Indian airport participating in this

international programme. Central to the

trial is a Self-Sovereign Identity (SSI)

framework, which allows passengers to

establish and verify their identity via

facial recognition while retaining

control over their personal data.

Credentials such as boarding passes can

be shared app-to-app, reducing the need

for physical documents and manual

checks at multiple touchpoints. The

project builds on India’s existing Digi

Yatra system, already in use for domestic

flights, but extends it to international

travel, where interoperability with

global standards and regulatory

compliance are more complex. Officials

said the trials were aimed at testing

both feasibility and scalability amid

rising international passenger volumes.

Stakeholders emphasised a privacy-first,

consent-led approach, with data usage

limited to specific, clearly defined

purposes. This is intended to address

concerns around surveillance and data

security that often accompany biometric

systems. IndiGo and BIAL executives

framed the trials as a step toward a

seamless, globally standardised travel

experience, while Digi Yatra Foundation

described the demonstration as a

glimpse of future international journeys

where a passenger’s face becomes the

primary travel credential. IATA officials

said the proof-of-concept underscores

India’s emerging role as a global leader

in digital and contactless travel, with

potential implications for how airports

worldwide handle identity, security and

passenger flow.
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Bengaluru’s Namma Metro Slips To
3rd Spot As Mumbai Expands
Network, Delhi Tops List
Mumbai has overtaken Bengaluru to

become India’s second-largest metro

network by operational length,

following the commissioning of new

corridors that pushed Mumbai Metro

past the 100-km mark. Recent additions

include the Dahisar–Kashigaon stretch

and the first section of Line 2B between

Mandale and Diamond Garden,

enhancing connectivity to Thane district

and strengthening links across

Mumbai’s eastern suburbs. Delhi Metro

remains the country’s largest system by

a wide margin, spanning 416 km with

303 stations. Bengaluru’s Namma

Metro, which now operates a 96-km

network with 83 stations, has slipped to

third place. Nearly 19 km of this, on the

Yellow Line, was added in the past year.

Namma Metro’s development has been

gradual since its launch in 2011 with a 7-

km elevated line between Byappanahalli

and MG Road. Over about 15 years, the

network has grown to roughly 89–96

km, averaging around 6 km of new track

annually. Mumbai, whose metro

operations began in 2014, has surpassed

Bengaluru in a shorter period,

underscoring differences in project

execution and expansion pace. The

Bangalore Metro Rail Corporation

Limited (BMRCL) has faced sustained

criticism over delays, particularly in a

city struggling with explosive vehicle

growth. Bengaluru’s vehicle count

crossed 1.25 crore in February 2026, with

about 2,100 new vehicles added daily,

intensifying pressure on public

transport. Operational challenges

persist on the Yellow Line, where

construction delays and a shortage of

coaches have limited frequency to nine

minutes during peak hours. Full-scale

services are still months away. BMRCL is

now focusing on a 7-km section of the

Pink Line from Kalena Agrahara to

Tavarekere, expected to open partially

by mid-2026, and the Blue Line from

Silk Board to KR Pura, slated for 2026.

The airport extension to Kempegowda

International Airport has been pushed

to 2027. Once these projects are

completed, Bengaluru’s metro network

is projected to nearly double to about

175 km, potentially reshaping urban

mobility in the city.
