Senior Karnataka Congress MLAs are

heading to New Delhi to press the party

high command for a cabinet reshuffle

that accommodates long-serving

legislators. Led by figures such as TB

Jayachandra and Ashok Pattan, the

group wants MLAs with over three

terms and administrative experience

included as ministers. Minister Lakshmi

Hebbalkar said all MLAs have the right

to seek berths, but the high command

will decide. The push comes amid a

power tussle over the chief minister’s

post and with two cabinet positions

currently vacant....

Earlier, the woman’s parents

had filed and later settled a complaint

accusing him of following her. His

family now alleges harassment by the

woman and her parents. A case has

been registered, and the woman has

been questioned as the investigation

continues....

Read More 

Bengaluru’s Peenya Flyover
Shuts For 102 Hrs From
Monday: Timings, Routes &

Bengaluru okays emergency
plan as 65 wards face water
crisis

The Indian Institute of Science has

warned that 65 Bengaluru wards face

severe groundwater depletion, based

on AI- and IoT-based monitoring. In

response, the Bangalore Water

Supply and Sewerage Board has

cleared a ₹10.14 crore emergency plan

to stabilize supply, including leak

repairs, priority connections, lake

refilling, and temporary water

distribution in dense and low-

income areas. Strict curbs on potable

water use have been reimposed, with

fines for non-essential activities and

mandates for aerators and treated

water use in public and construction

sectors.

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‘All Have Right To Ask’: Karnataka
MLAs To Meet Congress High
Command Over Cabinet Rejig
A fresh round of internal lobbying has

intensified within Karnataka’s ruling

Congress as a large group of legislators

prepares to meet the party’s central

leadership in New Delhi, seeking a say in

an anticipated cabinet reshuffle.

Karnataka minister Lakshmi Hebbalkar

confirmed that a delegation of MLAs will

travel to the capital so the “high

command” can decide how to move

forward on cabinet expansion and

reallocation of portfolios. She

underlined that every MLA has the right

to seek a ministerial berth, but final

decisions rest with the central

leadership. Senior Congress MLA T.B.

Jayachandra said the group will

specifically press for the inclusion of

legislators who have served more than

three terms, arguing that experienced

MLAs with administrative exposure

deserve a place in the ministry. The

move comes as the Congress

government, led by Chief Minister

Siddaramaiah, nears the three-year

mark in office. According to party

sources, the delegation is expected to

include Jayachandra, the state

government’s special representative in

Delhi, and Assembly chief whip Ashok

Pattan. They are likely to meet Congress

president Mallikarjun Kharge and senior

leaders K.C. Venugopal, Randeep Singh

Surjewala and Rahul Gandhi. The

initiative follows earlier meetings

among around 40 senior MLAs, many of

whom have won three to five elections.

They had already urged Siddaramaiah to

“rejig” his cabinet and later resolved to

approach the high command after the

April 9 bypolls, seeking ministerial

positions for at least half their group.

The push for a reshuffle is unfolding

against a backdrop of an ongoing power

tussle over the chief minister’s post.

Party insiders say Siddaramaiah

supports a reshuffle, while Deputy Chief

Minister D.K. Shivakumar wants clarity

on any leadership change first. A green

light from the high command for a

reshuffle is widely seen as a signal that

Siddaramaiah is likely to complete his

full five-year term, potentially

weakening Shivakumar’s prospects.

Karnataka’s cabinet can have 34

ministers, including the chief minister;

two berths are currently vacant

following the exit of B. Nagendra and

the removal of K.N. Rajanna.

‘I’m Going To Leave Bengaluru’:
Man Alleges Assault By Auto Drivers
Over Minor Dispute
A routine commute on Bengaluru’s

Sarjapur Road allegedly escalated into a

violent confrontation on Wednesday

night, highlighting growing concerns

over road rage and safety in the city. In a

detailed account posted on X, 31-year-

old tech worker Shriraj Bhardwaj,

originally from Ajmer, Rajasthan,

claimed that around 8.20 pm his car

lightly brushed an autorickshaw that he

says was travelling on the wrong side of

the road. According to him, there was no

visible damage, but the autorickshaw

driver reacted aggressively, chasing the

vehicle, attempting to block it in moving

traffic, hitting the car and trying to open

its doors. Bhardwaj alleged that a

second autorickshaw, identified by

registration number KA-01-AS-8794,

soon joined the pursuit. Near the

Sarjapur bridge, the two vehicles

allegedly boxed in his car, and one driver

reportedly picked up a concrete stone

and smashed the windshield while

Bhardwaj and his colleague were still

inside. Seeking safety, Bhardwaj said

they drove into the gated RGA Tech Park

campus, assuming it would offer

protection. Instead, he claimed, the

autorickshaw drivers followed them in,

where he was physically assaulted and

repeatedly hit in the face before one of

the drivers fled. The second driver later

apologised when police arrived, he said.

Bhardwaj shared dashcam footage and a

medical report from a private hospital to

support his account, and described the

incident as going beyond “road rage,”

adding that he was now considering

leaving Bengaluru. Bellandur Police

confirmed that a non-cognisable report

(NCR) has been filed and said the

autorickshaw driver has been traced.

Officers stated they have been trying to

record Bhardwaj’s formal statement, but

he is currently out of state. The

autorickshaw driver has counter-alleged

that his vehicle was damaged and that

he only tried to stop the car to resolve

the matter, leading to the confrontation.

The case underscores persistent tensions

on Bengaluru’s congested roads and the

challenges of ensuring commuter safety.

23-Year-Old Dies By Suicide In
Bengaluru After Video Call To
Girlfriend, Family Alleges
Harassment
A 23-year-old man identified as

Abhishek died by suicide in the Attur

area of Yelahanka New Town,

Bengaluru, on April 9, with the case

drawing attention due to allegations of

harassment and cheating raised after his

death. According to police, Abhishek

reportedly made a video call to his

girlfriend shortly before the incident

and told her he intended to hang

himself. Investigators have recovered

screenshots of the call as well as

messages exchanged prior to his death,

which are being examined as part of the

probe. He is also believed to have left a

death note before dying by hanging

from a window in his room. Background

inquiries revealed that the woman’s

parents had earlier lodged a complaint

against Abhishek, accusing him of

following their daughter. That matter

was resolved at the police station

through a compromise between both

families. More recently, the woman is

said to have distanced herself from him,

a development that allegedly preceded

his decision to take his life. Following

the incident, Abhishek’s family

members have accused the woman and

her parents of harassment and hold

them responsible for his death. Police

have registered a case at the Yelahanka

New Town police station and have

questioned the woman in connection

with the allegations. Further statements

and digital evidence are being collected

to determine whether any abetment or

other offences are involved. The case

highlights ongoing concerns around

young adults’ mental health,

relationship-related disputes, and the

role of families and law enforcement in

handling complaints between couples.

Authorities have reiterated the

importance of seeking timely

psychological and emotional support in

distress situations, and suicide

prevention helplines have been listed for

those in need of assistance.

Karnataka Congress Rift Widens
After Bypolls: Minority Wing Chief
Quits, Shivakumar Seeks Reports
From Davanagere
The Karnataka Congress is grappling

with fresh internal discord after the

Davanagere South bypoll, as KPCC

Minority Department Chairman Abdul

Jabbar resigned, alleging

marginalisation of minority leaders and

lack of consultation in key decisions. In

his resignation letter to KPCC President

and Deputy Chief Minister DK

Shivakumar, Jabbar said “recent

political developments” during the by-

election in Davanagere and elsewhere in

Karnataka had compelled him to step

down. He claimed that minority leaders

and workers were “deeply disappointed”

by how the campaign was handled and

asserted that the party leadership did

not directly engage with the Minority

Department or seek its inputs during the

bypoll. Jabbar’s exit comes amid reports

submitted to the Congress high

command that were critical of his and

Minister Zameer Ahmed Khan’s roles in

the campaign, including allegations that

some of their supporters worked against

the party’s official candidate in

Davanagere South. The move follows

public acknowledgment of internal rifts

by senior Congress figures. MLA Rizwan

Arshad and MLC Salim Ahmed both

pointed to disagreements over

candidate selection and campaign

management. Ahmed alleged that

“some senior leaders” conspired to

defeat the party’s nominee, while

Arshad admitted that a rigid push for a

single minority candidate had created

confusion. The bypoll was necessitated

by the death of veteran Congress leader

Shamanur Shivashankarappa. Several

minority leaders had reportedly backed

Jabbar as a potential candidate, but the

party ultimately chose someone else

after consultations and feedback from

grassroots workers. Responding to the

developments, Shivakumar said he

would verify Jabbar’s resignation and

seek reports from local leaders before

commenting further. Political observers

say the episode highlights deeper

factional tensions and questions over

minority representation within the

Karnataka Congress, raising concerns

about organisational cohesion as the

party awaits the bypoll outcome.

Bengaluru’s Peenya Flyover Shuts
For 102 Hrs From Monday: Timings,
Routes & What You Need To Know
The Sri Shivakumar Swamiji Flyover,

also known as the Peenya Elevated

Flyover, on Tumakuru Road (NH-4) in

Bengaluru will be completely closed to

traffic for more than four days to

facilitate critical safety tests. The 4.2-

km-long, 15-metre-wide flyover, which

connects Peenya to Nagasandra, is a key

arterial route for northbound traffic and

daily commuters between Bengaluru

and Nelamangala. The closure will be in

effect from 5 am on Monday, April 13,

until 11 am on Friday, April 17. It will

cover the entire stretch from the

Kennametal Widia upper ramp to the

SRS down ramp, spanning the section

between CMTI Junction and the Parle-G

toll. The shutdown is part of ongoing

structural safety measures. Opened in

2010, the flyover has been under

scrutiny since December 2021, when

corrosion led to the failure of prestressed

cables in three spans. As a precaution,

heavy vehicles such as buses and trucks

were barred from using the structure. In

recent months, approximately 1,422

cables have been repaired or replaced

under the supervision of the National

Highways Authority of India (NHAI).

The current closure is required to

conduct final load testing, a

comprehensive strength and stability

assessment that will determine whether

the flyover can be safely reopened to all

categories of vehicles. During the

shutdown, traffic between Bengaluru

and Nelamangala will be diverted to

surface and service roads along NH-4,

passing through 8th Mile, Dasarahalli,

Jalahalli Cross, Peenya Police Station

Junction, SRS Junction and

Goraguntepalya. Authorities have

warned of heavy congestion on

Tumakuru Road throughout the week

and advised commuters to start earlier

than usual, particularly during peak

hours. NHAI will decide on the full

reopening of the flyover based on the

outcome of the load tests.
