Under sustained

psychological pressure and threats of

arrest, he transferred the money via

RTGS between February 7 and March 9,

2026. The fraud surfaced when he filed

a cybercrime complaint. Police have

traced at least 10 beneficiary accounts

across several states, indicating an

organised inter-state cyber fraud

network....

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Family Denied Boarding At

Spend; FIR Against Airline CEO
A Karnataka court has directed police to

register a criminal case against senior

officials of KLM Royal Dutch Airlines

after a Salem-based family alleged they

were wrongly denied boarding on an

international flight from Bengaluru,

despite holding business-class tickets

worth about Rs 49 lakh. The order,

issued by a civil judge and judicial

magistrate in Devanahalli, follows a

private complaint by JS Sathishkumar,

chairman of a medical institution in

Salem. The court has asked police to file

an FIR against top KLM executives,

including the airline’s CEO and COO,

over the June 19, 2024 incident at

Kempegowda International Airport.

Sathishkumar’s family of eight was

scheduled to fly business class from

Bengaluru to Peru, with a return on July

3. They claim they arrived well ahead of

time, completed initial formalities and

waited at the check-in counter for hours,

only to be told shortly before departure

that they would not be allowed to board.

According to the complaint, airline staff

cited the absence of Peruvian visas as

the reason for refusal. Sathishkumar

contends that KLM misapplied Peru’s

entry rules, arguing that Indian passport

holders with valid visas or residence

permits for countries such as the US, UK,

Australia or Schengen states can enter

Peru without a separate Peruvian visa.

The family further alleges that after they

protested and indicated they might

pursue legal action, they were “red-

flagged” by the airline. Sathishkumar

says this resulted in subsequent travel

difficulties: his son was stopped in

Singapore and questioned about an

alleged deportation from Peru, a country

he has never visited, and Sathishkumar

himself faced repeated questioning on a

later trip to Australia. The case

highlights growing tensions between

passengers and airlines over visa

interpretation, denied boarding

practices and the potential long-term

consequences of being flagged in

international travel systems.

Bengaluru Digital Arrest:
Threatened With Naresh Goyal Link,
Businessman Loses Rs 15 Crore
A Bengaluru-based businessman has

allegedly lost more than Rs 15.45 crore in

an elaborate “digital arrest” scam that

exploited fears of law enforcement

action and invoked the name of Jet

Airways founder Naresh Goyal,

underscoring the rising sophistication of

cybercrime in India. The victim,

identified as Belagavi resident Ajit

Gopalakrishna Saraf, told police he was

contacted by a caller posing as the

Director of the Central Bureau of

Investigation (CBI), according to an

NDTV report. The caller introduced

himself as “K Subramaniam” and

claimed that two SIM cards issued in

Saraf’s name had been linked to Goyal,

who is currently facing separate legal

proceedings in real life. The fraudster

allegedly informed Saraf that Goyal had

been arrested and that investigators had

traced a money-laundering trail to

Saraf’s bank accounts. He further

claimed that Rs 25 lakh had been routed

from Saraf’s Canara Bank account in

connection with Goyal, suggesting Saraf

had earned a commission from the

transaction. Under the pretext of an

ongoing investigation, the caller

allegedly threatened Saraf with

imminent arrest and severe legal

consequences unless he “cooperated”.

Police described this as a form of “digital

arrest”, in which victims are isolated,

intimidated and kept under sustained

psychological pressure via phone or

online communication until they

comply with the scammers’ demands.

Fearing immediate detention, Saraf

reportedly transferred a total of Rs 15.45

crore through RTGS transactions

between February 7 and March 9, 2026.

The fraud surfaced only after he realised

he had been duped and lodged a

complaint with the Cyber Crime Police

Station. Investigators have since traced

at least 10 primary beneficiary bank

accounts across Hyderabad, Delhi,

Punjab, Haryana, Gujarat and West

Bengal, indicating an organised inter-

state cybercrime network. The case

highlights growing concerns over

impersonation scams involving fake

law-enforcement officials and the need

for greater public awareness and

banking safeguards.

Bengaluru College Students Kidnap
Hostel Friend For Rs 50,000,
Mistake Leads To Quick Arrest
Four college students in Bengaluru have

been arrested for allegedly kidnapping

their hostel mate and demanding

ransom, in a case that has raised

concerns about student crime and

misuse of digital payment platforms.

Police said the victim, 19-year-old

Rishabh Mohanty from Odisha, a first-

year student at Jain Deemed-to-be

University, was lured out of his hostel in

BTM Layout on Saturday evening by

four fellow students. The accused —

identified as Aditya R Bhosale, Shaurya

Agarwal, Syed Mohammed Bilal, and

Nikunj Sultania, all aged between 19 and

23 — allegedly forced him into a car and

took him to a house in Jayanagar

belonging to one of them. There,

Mohanty was allegedly confined and

threatened with a knife and a fake metal

pistol while the group demanded a

ransom of ₹50,000 through UPI

transfers from him and his friends.

Police said about ₹10,000 was initially

paid as the kidnappers made repeated

calls pressing for more money. The

incident came to light after a complaint

was lodged via the 112 emergency

helpline. Madiwala police used digital

surveillance to track the suspects’ active

mobile phones and the car, reportedly

owned by one accused’s father. Mohanty

was rescued within a few hours of the

abduction, and the four suspects were

taken into custody. Investigators believe

the crime was premeditated and driven

by a desire for quick money to support a

lavish lifestyle. Police are probing

whether the group was involved in

earlier extortion attempts; one accused

is suspected to have a prior link to an

extortion case. Officers have seized the

fake gun, the knife, and the vehicle used

in the crime. A case has been registered,

and further investigation is underway to

establish the full extent of the group’s

activities and any possible financial

disputes behind the incident.

Cancer Lie, Nude Video Trap: Man
Blackmails Bengaluru Teacher,
Harms Self At Police Station
A 40-year-old school teacher in

Bengaluru was allegedly duped, sexually

exploited, and blackmailed by a man

who posed as her former classmate on

social media, in a case that has

highlighted growing concerns over

online impersonation and extortion.

According to police, the accused first

contacted the woman via messaging

platforms, claiming to be someone she

had known in the past. Although she did

not recognise him, she continued the

conversation as he gradually built

rapport and gained her trust.

Investigators said the man then

fabricated an emotional narrative,

claiming he was terminally ill with

cancer and had only days to live. Under

this pretext, he began making

inappropriate demands, including

requests for a physical relationship.

When the teacher refused, he allegedly

intensified his emotional manipulation

and pressure. Police stated that he

eventually coerced the victim into

sharing explicit content, which he later

used to blackmail her, threatening to

circulate the material unless she paid

him money or agreed to meet in person.

Realising she was being exploited, the

teacher approached the Electronic City

police and agreed to cooperate in a trap.

She arranged to meet the accused in

Bengaluru and informed officers in

advance. The man travelled from

Puttaparthi in Andhra Pradesh for the

meeting, where he was apprehended by

police. The situation escalated further at

the police station. As reported by The

Times of India, the accused allegedly

harmed himself after the complaint was

filed, creating a tense scene before

officers intervened and secured him. He

was subsequently taken into custody

and remanded to jail. The case remains

under investigation. Police have used

the incident to reiterate warnings about

the risks of interacting with strangers

online, urging the public not to share

sensitive content and to promptly report

any harassment, coercion, or extortion

attempts.

Bengaluru Man Attacks Neighbour’s
Pet Dog After It Barked At His Wife |
Video
A pet dog in Avarehalli, in Bengaluru

North, was allegedly brutally assaulted

by a man after it barked at his wife,

prompting a police case and renewed

concern over animal cruelty in urban

neighbourhoods. The incident took

place on the night of April 11 and was

recorded on CCTV cameras installed at

the dog owner’s residence. According to

the complaint filed with the

Madanayakanahalli police, the dog had

barked at the man’s wife while it was

tied near the gate of its home. Later that

night, the man is alleged to have entered

the premises and attacked the animal.

CCTV footage from the scene reportedly

shows the man approaching the

restrained dog and repeatedly striking it

with a wooden stick. The dog, unable to

escape because it was tied, is said to

have lost consciousness as a result of the

blows. The owner rushed the injured

animal to a veterinary hospital, where it

received treatment. Veterinarians have

since declared the dog out of danger,

though details of its injuries have not

been fully disclosed. Based on the video

evidence and the owner’s complaint,

police at Madanayakanahalli station

have registered a case and initiated an

investigation. The specific legal

provisions invoked have not yet been

made public, but such incidents

typically fall under sections of the

Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act and

relevant provisions of the Indian Penal

Code. The case adds to a series of

reported attacks on animals in Indian

cities, highlighting ongoing tensions

around pet ownership, public safety,

and animal welfare. The CCTV footage is

expected to play a key role in the

investigation as authorities work to

establish the sequence of events and

determine accountability.
