The incident

occurred Wednesday afternoon while

his wife was at work. Police say

Venkatesh confessed during

interrogation, claiming distress over his

mother’s prolonged illness. A murder

case has been registered, the body sent

for post-mortem, and investigators are

verifying his statement and the

sequence of events....

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Bengaluru Man Pushes Paralysed

Mother To Death From Terrace, Says

‘Couldn’t Bear Her Suffering’
A 42-year-old sales executive in

Bengaluru has been arrested for

allegedly killing his bedridden,

paralysed mother by pushing her off the

terrace of their residential building in

the city’s RR Nagar area. The incident

took place on Wednesday afternoon in

BEML Layout and was first reported by

the Indian Express. Police identified the

accused as Venkatesh and the victim as

his 72-year-old mother, Savithramma,

who had reportedly been paralysed and

confined to bed for the past four to five

years. The family lived in a rented house

on the second floor of a three-storey

building, where Venkatesh resided with

his wife and mother. According to

investigators, Venkatesh allegedly

carried his mother to the terrace and

pushed her off the building.

Savithramma fell to the ground and died

on the spot. Passersby who witnessed or

noticed the fall alerted the police,

prompting officers to reach the scene

and conduct an inspection. At the time

of the incident, Venkatesh’s wife was at

work. Police said initial suspicion

focused on Venkatesh because he was

present at the house and his account of

events raised questions. He was taken in

for questioning and, during

interrogation, allegedly confessed to the

crime. Officers quoted by the newspaper

said Venkatesh claimed he was

distressed by his mother’s prolonged

illness and said he could no longer bear

to see her suffering. Police have so far

found no indication of other individuals

being involved and believe the act was

carried out solely by the accused. A case

of murder has been registered, and

Savithramma’s body has been sent for

post-mortem examination to establish

further medical details. Investigators say

they have secured the accused and are

verifying his statement, the timeline,

and all circumstances leading up to the

incident.

IPL 2026: Virat Kohli Leads Orange

Cap Race As RCB Take No. 1 Position

In Points Table
Royal Challengers Bengaluru (RCB)

climbed to the top of the IPL 2026

standings after a dominant five-wicket

win over Lucknow Super Giants (LSG) at

the M Chinnaswamy Stadium on April

15. Chasing a modest target of 147, RCB

reached the mark in just 15.1 overs,

securing their fourth victory in five

matches and moving to 8 points with a

superior net run rate of 1.503. They now

sit above Rajasthan Royals, who also

have 8 points but trail on net run rate.

The defeat leaves LSG in seventh place

with 4 points from five games and a

significantly dented net run rate of

-0.804, underlining their inconsistency

in the early phase of the tournament.

Punjab Kings, currently third with 7

points from four matches, remain firmly

in contention and can reclaim the top

spot if they beat Mumbai Indians at the

Wankhede Stadium on April 16. The

match further reshaped the individual

honours race. Virat Kohli’s 49 off 34 balls

took his tally to 228 runs in five innings,

pushing him to the top of the Orange

Cap leaderboard. He is closely followed

by Sunrisers Hyderabad’s Heinrich

Klaasen (224 runs) and RCB captain

Rajat Patidar (222), underscoring RCB’s

strong batting core. Ishan Kishan (SRH)

and Vaibhav Sooryavanshi (RR) are the

other batters to have crossed 200 runs

this season. On the bowling front, LSG

pacer Prince Yadav’s 3 for 32 lifted him

to third in the Purple Cap race with 9

wickets, behind Gujarat Titans’ Prasidh

Krishna and Chennai Super Kings’

Anshul Kamboj, both on 10 wickets.

RCB’s bowling unit also made

significant gains: Bhuvneshwar Kumar,

Krunal Pandya and Rasikh Salam Dar, all

among the top 10 wicket-takers,

highlighted the team’s growing balance.

As the league stage approaches its

middle phase, RCB’s surge to the top and

the tightly packed points table set up a

competitive battle for playoff positions.

EV Unit In Residential Building?

Koramangala Resident’s Complaint

Raises Alarm, No Action Yet
A long-running neighbourhood dispute

in Bengaluru’s Koramangala over the

alleged commercial misuse of a

residential property has escalated,

highlighting gaps between civic orders

and on-ground enforcement. The

conflict centres on a house on 3rd Cross,

16th Main Road in Koramangala’s 4th

Block, which residents say is being used

by a private electric vehicle (EV) battery

company for research, testing and

assembly. Local resident Gilbert

Millicent Nathan first complained in

November 2025 to the Greater

Bengaluru Authority (GBA) and officials

of the erstwhile Bruhat Bengaluru

Mahanagara Palike (BBMP), alleging

that the property’s conversion from

residential to commercial use had

brought congestion, safety risks and loss

of privacy. Nathan told The Times of

India that staff strength at the unit had

grown to over 40 people, and accused

employees of late-night partying and

causing disturbance. He said the

presence of EV owners and staff had

raised serious concerns about the safety

and privacy of his family, particularly his

daughters, and alleged that the

company was not adhering to GBA rules.

Following the complaint, the GBA’s

Health Officer for the BTM Zone

inspected the premises and, on October

11, 2025, issued a formal notice. The

notice reportedly confirmed that

commercial activities were being

conducted in a residential area and

acknowledged residents’ grievances

about noise and air pollution. The firm

was ordered to cease operations within

seven days, with a warning of possible

closure if it failed to comply. Despite

this, the unit continues to function. A

senior GBA official said multiple notices

have been issued without compliance.

The company has claimed to possess no-

objection certificates from residents and

clearances from various departments,

prompting the GBA to review the extent

and nature of any violations before

proceeding with stricter action. The case

underscores growing tensions in

Bengaluru’s residential neighbourhoods

as commercial and tech-related

activities expand, and raises questions

about the effectiveness and consistency

of urban regulatory enforcement.

Congress Suspends Abdul Jabbar

Over ‘Anti-Party Activities’; He Says

‘Party Acted In Haste’
The Karnataka Congress has suspended

Abdul Jabbar, a Member of the

Legislative Council and former

chairman of the KPCC Minority

Department, from the party’s primary

membership over alleged anti-party

activities during the Davanagere South

Assembly by-election. In an official

statement, the Karnataka Pradesh

Congress Committee, through the office

of Deputy Chief Minister and KPCC

president D.K. Shivakumar, said the

suspension takes effect immediately.

Jabbar is accused of working against the

party’s official candidate, Shamanur

Samarth, and of allegedly backing a

candidate from the Social Democratic

Party of India (SDPI), a rival in the same

constituency. Jabbar had earlier been a

contender for the Congress ticket from

Davanagere, adding to the sensitivity

around the allegations. Alongside the

suspension, Shivakumar announced the

dissolution of all minority committees

formed under his leadership, a sweeping

organisational move that follows his

own resignation as head of the KPCC

Minority wing. The step signals an

attempt by the party leadership to

reassert control and restructure its

minority outreach apparatus amid

internal discord. The action comes

against the backdrop of reported

factionalism and dissatisfaction over

candidate selection in Davanagere

South. Jabbar has previously argued that

the ticket should not be confined to “one

family” and said there had been a

demand, raised in a meeting with the

Chief Minister, to field a candidate from

the Kuruba community. Responding to

the suspension, Jabbar said he had not

yet received an official notice and

learned of the decision through the

media. He questioned the basis for the

charges, asking for audio or video

evidence of any anti-party activity to be

made public, and maintained that there

was “no question” of Congress losing

the bypoll. He claimed he and fellow

leader Naseer Ahmed were being

targeted despite his long record in the

party since his NSUI days, and promised

a detailed response after formally

receiving the order.

Krunal Pandya Becomes 3rd Indian

To Score 1000 Runs And Take 100

Wickets In IPL
Krunal Pandya reached a major personal

milestone in the Indian Premier League

during Royal Challengers Bengaluru’s

match against Lucknow Super Giants on

April 15, 2026, becoming only the sixth

player – and third Indian – to achieve

the double of 1000 runs and 100 wickets

in the tournament. Bowling his full

quota of four overs, the left-arm spinner

returned figures of 2 for 38. He

dismissed Mitchell Marsh in the 10th

over and then Abdul Samad for a two-

ball duck in the 12th over. Samad’s

wicket, caught by Rajat Patidar, was

Pandya’s 100th in the IPL, making him

the 30th bowler to reach the three-

figure mark in wickets. Pandya’s

achievement underlines his evolution

into a genuine all-rounder across three

franchises. Debuting with Mumbai

Indians, he played 84 matches for the

five-time champions, scoring 1143 runs

with a best of 86 and taking 51 wickets,

with best figures of 3/14. A subsequent

move to Lucknow Super Giants added

504 runs and 25 wickets in 43 matches.

With Royal Challengers Bengaluru,

where he is currently in his 20th match,

he has already contributed 110 runs

(best 73*) and 24 wickets, including a

career-best 4/45. In total, Pandya now

has 1757 runs and 100 wickets from 147

IPL matches. Among Indians, only

Ravindra Jadeja and Axar Patel had

previously completed the 1000-run,

100-wicket double. Jadeja has 3336 runs

and 173 wickets in 259 matches, while

Axar has 1919 runs and 131 wickets in 166

games. Overall, the exclusive club of

players with 1000 runs and 100 wickets

in the IPL comprises Sunil Narine,

Dwayne Bravo, Andre Russell, Jadeja,

Axar and Krunal. Narine remains active

with Kolkata Knight Riders, while

Russell and Bravo have retired from

playing and now serve on KKR’s support

staff, highlighting the longevity and

impact required to reach this landmark.
