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Bengaluru Techie Dies By Suicide,

Wife Also Takes Extreme Step After

Finding His Body; Police Investigate
A young tech professional couple were

found dead in an apparent double

suicide at their apartment in Bengaluru,

in a case that has raised fresh concerns

about mental health and relationship

stress among urban professionals. The

incident occurred in a high-rise

apartment complex in Kothanur, where

the couple, identified as Bhanuchandra

Reddy and his wife, Sajiya, had been

living on the 17th floor since their

marriage. Both were employed in

private-sector technology jobs and were

regarded as educated and financially

stable. According to preliminary police

findings, Reddy is believed to have died

by suicide inside the apartment while

alone at home. When his wife returned

and discovered his body in a locked

room, she allegedly took her own life

shortly afterward by jumping from the

balcony of their flat. The deaths have

shocked family members and

neighbours, who reportedly did not

anticipate such an outcome given the

couple’s professional standing and

apparent financial security. However,

investigators have indicated that there

may have been ongoing personal and

health-related issues behind the

tragedy. Police sources said Reddy had

been unwell and largely confined to the

home in the days before the incident.

There are also reports of frequent

arguments between the couple, leading

authorities to examine whether

sustained domestic tensions and

possible mental health challenges

played a role. Two separate cases have

been registered at the local police

station, and a detailed investigation is

underway to reconstruct the sequence of

events and determine the precise

circumstances leading to both deaths.

Officers are looking into medical

records, personal histories, and any

evidence of prior disputes. Authorities

have urged the public to avoid

speculation while inquiries continue,

noting that the case underscores how

mental stress and relationship

difficulties can affect even outwardly

successful young professionals.

IPL Heist Plot Busted: 11 Jharkhand

Minors Travelled To Bengaluru To

Target Fans During RCB Match
Bengaluru police have uncovered an

alleged interstate juvenile theft racket

that targeted cricket fans during the IPL

season opener at M. Chinnaswamy

Stadium, raising concerns over

organised crime at major sporting

events. Cubbon Park Police said a group

of 11 boys from Jharkhand, most of them

minors, travelled to Bengaluru ahead of

the Royal Challengers Bengaluru vs

Sunrisers Hyderabad match, booked

rented accommodation, and entered the

stadium with the purported aim of

stealing mobile phones from spectators.

Only one adult has been arrested so far:

26-year-old Shubham Kumar from

Sahebganj, Jharkhand, who is suspected

of coordinating the operation. The thefts

reportedly took place during peak crowd

movement, particularly as thousands of

fans were exiting the venue after the

match. Acting on what they described as

“credible information,” police traced

and apprehended the suspects,

recovering 21 mobile phones valued at

around ₹18 lakh. Investigators believe

the actual number of stolen devices may

be higher and say additional members of

the gang could still be at large in the city.

Preliminary inquiries indicate the

operation was pre-planned, with the

group arriving in Bengaluru a day before

the match and using rented rooms as a

base. Police are examining whether the

gang is linked to similar thefts reported

during an IPL match in Chennai last

year, suggesting a possible pattern of

juvenile groups targeting large, crowded

events across state lines. In response,

authorities have stepped up surveillance

and security measures in and around

stadiums hosting IPL fixtures. The

ongoing investigation aims to map the

full network behind the thefts,

determine the extent of interstate

involvement, and address the growing

challenge of organised juvenile crime at

high-profile public gatherings.

Bengaluru Rain For An Hour, Cuts

Power ’20 Times’ — Doctor’s Viral

Rant: ‘We Talk Of AI And Whatnot’
A brief spell of rain in Bengaluru on

Sunday brought both relief from the

heat and a fresh wave of frustration over

the city’s fragile infrastructure,

highlighting a wider debate on urban

preparedness in India’s tech hub.

Moderate rainfall and thundershowers,

accompanied by hail and gusty winds of

40–50 kmph, led to repeated power

cuts, traffic disruptions, and minor

damage across several neighbourhoods.

Tree branches fell near the Srinagar bus

stop and in New Thippasandra, while

sudden showers caused waterlogging in

low-lying areas and caught weekend

commuters off guard. The only clear

positive was a noticeable drop in

temperature after weeks of heat. The

outages sparked an online conversation

after Bengaluru-based cardiologist Dr.

Deepak Krishnamurthy posted on X that

an hour of rain had caused about 20

power interruptions. “We talk of AI and

whatnot. But basic technology and

systems remain ancient and unreliable,”

he wrote, capturing a sense of

dissonance between the city’s global

tech image and its basic civic

infrastructure. His post quickly went

viral, drawing political commentary,

suggestions to move abroad, and

broader criticism of India’s urban

systems. When one user blamed voters

for choosing “freebies over

development,” Krishnamurthy

countered that power reliability had

been poor under previous governments

as well, framing the issue as systemic

rather than partisan. To a suggestion

that he relocate to Dubai for better

infrastructure, he replied, “Want to be

alive also,” alluding to regional

geopolitical tensions. Other users

compared Bengaluru unfavourably with

developed countries where even

cyclones cause fewer outages, and

pointed to India’s tangle of overhead

power lines as a structural weakness,

advocating underground cabling as a

long-term solution. The episode

underscored a recurring theme: in one of

India’s most prominent technology

centres, even a short spell of rain can

expose enduring gaps in urban planning

and essential services.

Came To Meet Husband, Landed In

Jail: Woman Held With Drugs, SIM

Cards In Bengaluru
Authorities in Bengaluru are

investigating an alleged attempt to

smuggle drugs and other contraband

into Parappana Agrahara Central Jail, a

case that has renewed scrutiny of

security lapses in Karnataka’s prisons.

Police say 27-year-old Ritika Ray, a

resident of Hennur and originally from

Assam, was caught on March 26 after

arriving at the central prison to meet her

husband, Farhan Khan, an undertrial

inmate in an extortion case. Ray, who

had obtained a visitor’s pass, reportedly

drew suspicion from security personnel

at the entrance due to her behaviour.

Women staff from the industrial

security unit detained her and

conducted a detailed search. Officials

allege they discovered a concealed cover

hidden in her private body part

containing three 5G SIM cards, 27 grams

of methamphetamine powder, beedis

and other tobacco products.

Investigators believe the items were

meant to be delivered to Khan inside the

jail. Prison authorities handed Ray over

to the police, and a case was registered

under the Narcotic Drugs and

Psychotropic Substances (NDPS) Act as

well as for violation of prison rules. She

was subsequently arrested. During

interrogation, Ray reportedly claimed

she did not know what the package

contained and was only delivering it to

her husband. Police, however, suspect

the smuggling attempt was carried out

on Khan’s instructions and are probing

the source of the drugs and possible

links to a wider supply network. Khan is

expected to be taken into police custody

for questioning, pending court approval.

Ray had arrived at the prison with her

four-year-old child. With no relatives

available to assume care, authorities

invoked legal provisions allowing young

children to stay with their incarcerated

mothers and sent the child to jail with

her, citing welfare considerations. The

incident comes amid intensified efforts

to curb contraband smuggling in

Karnataka’s prisons and highlights the

persistent challenges of preventing

drugs, mobile connectivity and tobacco

from entering high-security facilities.

Rs 500 First, Rs 1,000 Next:

Bengaluru Gets Tough On Waste

Segregation From April 1
Bengaluru will introduce stricter,

scientifically driven waste management

norms from April 1, making segregation

of household waste at the source

mandatory across the city. The move,

framed under the Solid Waste

Management Rules-2026, requires

residents to separate their waste into

four distinct categories: wet, dry,

sanitary and special waste before it is

handed over for collection. The initiative

will be enforced by Bengaluru Solid

Waste Management Limited (BSWML)

in coordination with the Greater

Bengaluru Authority (GBA). Authorities

have announced a special enforcement

drive from day one, signalling a shift

from advisory guidelines to binding

rules. Non-compliance will attract

financial penalties. Households that fail

to segregate waste will face a fine of Rs

500 for the first offence and Rs 1,000 for

the second. Persistent violations may

lead to stricter measures, including

police complaints. While officials say

awareness campaigns will run alongside

enforcement, they have clarified that

penalties will be imposed where

residents repeatedly ignore the rules.

Bengaluru currently generates about

5,000 tonnes of waste daily, much of it

handed over as mixed garbage. This

complicates segregation at later stages,

raises processing costs and exposes

sanitation workers to health risks. By

mandating segregation at the household

level, the city aims to ensure that wet

waste is composted and reused as

manure, dry waste is channelled into

recycling, and the volume of material

sent to landfills is reduced. The rules

also tighten standards for worker safety

and collection practices. Auto-tipper

staff will not collect unsegregated waste,

and sanitation workers must be

provided with and use uniforms, gloves,

masks and gumboots. Civic officials

stress that the success of the new regime

will depend on public cooperation. The

April 1 rollout marks an attempt to move

Bengaluru towards more structured,

accountable and environmentally

sustainable waste management.
