Karnataka To End Full Road
Tax Exemption On Electric
Cars

Karnataka plans to roll back its full road

tax exemption on electric cars, likely

making EVs costlier while keeping

electric two-wheelers exempt,

according to a Times of India report.

Under the proposed Motor Vehicles

Taxation Amendment Bill, 2026, new

electric cars up to ₹10 lakh may face 5%

tax, ₹10–25 lakh 8%, and above ₹25 lakh

continue at 10%. The move, aimed at

boosting state revenue by an estimated

₹259 crore annually, awaits the

governor’s approval and will apply only

to new purchases....

A man in Bengaluru has been arrested

for allegedly murdering his 35-year-old

wife by assaulting her and stomping on

her neck after an argument over ₹2 lakh

in household savings he wanted to give

his brother. The incident occurred in

Nagasandra, north Bengaluru, and

Peenya police have booked him for

murder. In a separate case in

Karnataka’s Kalaburagi district last

week, another man allegedly slit his

wife’s throat on a public road after a

family dispute; videos of the attack have

circulated online....

Plan

The Bangalore Development Authority

is shifting from large plotted layouts to

vertical housing, launching six

apartment projects across Bengaluru

worth about Rs 3,200 crore and adding

4,251 flats from 1BHK to 4BHK. Driven

by high demand and limited land, the

move aims to use space more efficiently

and support rapid population growth.

Improved sales, online allotment, and

bulk purchases from institutions

indicate strong uptake, even as major

layout projects like Nadaprabhu

Kempegowda and Arkavathy continue

at a slower pace....

‘I Am Responsible’:
Bengaluru Techie Dies By

A 29-year-old Bengaluru software

professional, Pratibha, and her 11-

month-old son were found dead in their

home on Wednesday. Police say the

child likely drowned after accidentally

falling into a water-filled bucket while

she was on the terrace. On finding him

unresponsive, Pratibha allegedly

attempted suicide by consuming tablets

and slitting her wrist before dying by

hanging. Her husband discovered the

bodies on returning home. A suicide

note recovered from the flat said she felt

responsible for the child’s death. Police

have registered a case and are

investigating....

A Bengaluru man, Mehboob Basha,

discovered a death certificate had

been fraudulently issued in his name,

leading to cancellation of his BPL

card. A court ordered the certificate

cancelled, and a probe by the Greater

Bengaluru Authority found Basha’s

wife, Shabana, allegedly used his BPL

card and documents to admit

another person to Kidwai Cancer

Hospital under his identity. After that

patient died, the death was recorded

as Basha’s. Authorities are

investigating possible fraud, official

lapses and the unknown deceased

person’s identity.

New Kali Night Frog species
discovered in Karnatakas
Western Ghats

Researchers have identified a new

frog species, Nyctibatrachus kali (Kali

Night Frog), in the Castle Rock region

of Karnataka’s central Western Ghats,

a global biodiversity hotspot. Initially

mistaken for the Kumbara Night

Frog, it was confirmed as a distinct

species through acoustic and

molecular analysis, with unique call

patterns despite its cryptic

appearance. The discovery, involving

forest staff and citizen scientists,

highlights how even well-studied

ecosystems still hold undiscovered

species amid growing global

amphibian declines.

Bengaluru ORR Namma Metro
Blue Line

Bengaluru’s Namma Metro Blue Line,

running along the congested Outer

Ring Road between Central Silk

Board and KR Pura, will get two

additional trains to boost capacity

and frequency. The corridor, part of

Phase 2 and serving key IT hubs like

Karnataka mango growers hit
by export woes and hailstorm
damage

Karnataka’s mango farmers face an

uncertain season as traditional Gulf

export markets fall silent amid

regional tensions, disrupting the

usual advance-purchase cycle by

traders from Maharashtra and

Gujarat. Growers and the Karnataka

Mango Growers Association are

scrambling to diversify, exploring

markets in the US, UK and Singapore,

which has placed an initial 200-

tonne order. Over 100 farmers have

registered as direct exporters. At the

same time, hailstorms and

unseasonal rains have severely

damaged crops in parts of northern

Karnataka, compounding the crisis.

Centre clears Karnataka to
pick site for Bengalurus
second airport

The Centre has authorised Karnataka

to independently select the site for

Bengaluru’s second international

airport, aimed at becoming

operational by 2033, when

Kempegowda International Airport

turns 25. Three potential locations

have been shortlisted, with the final

choice to be based on accessibility,

land availability, connectivity and

technical feasibility. The new airport

is intended to handle projected

passenger growth, support long-term

economic expansion and promote

decentralised development. The

Centre is also reviewing building

height restrictions near airports,

which could affect future urban

projects.

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EVs To Get Costlier? Karnataka To
End Full Road Tax Exemption On
Electric Cars
Karnataka is poised to partially roll back

its generous tax incentives for electric

cars, a move that could make new

battery-powered four-wheelers more

expensive in the state while leaving

electric two-wheelers untouched. The

change is embedded in the Karnataka

Motor Vehicles Taxation Amendment

Bill, 2026, passed in the recent

legislative session and now awaiting the

governor’s assent. Once notified, it will

alter the one-time lifetime road tax

levied at the time of purchase for new

electric cars, ending the current full

exemption for most models. Under the

proposed structure, electric cars priced

up to ₹10 lakh would attract a 5% tax,

while those costing between ₹10 lakh

and ₹25 lakh would face an 8% levy.

Vehicles above ₹25 lakh will continue to

be taxed at 10%, a rate already imposed

on high-end electric cars since May

2024. For buyers, this could mean a tax

outgo of around ₹1.6 lakh on a ₹20 lakh

vehicle. Transport minister Ramalinga

Reddy has stressed that the tax will

apply only to new purchases and will

not be imposed retrospectively on

existing owners. The policy shift comes

as India pushes for wider electric

mobility adoption amid concerns over

potential fuel price hikes linked to

tensions in West Asia. It also reflects

Karnataka’s effort to bolster revenues to

fund rising expenditure on flagship

guarantee schemes. The transport

department’s revenue target for 2026-27

has been set at ₹15,500 crore, up ₹500

crore from the previous year, with

officials estimating that taxing electric

cars across segments could yield about

₹259 crore annually. The move marks a

significant departure from Karnataka’s

earlier pro-EV stance, which began with

tax exemptions in 2016 to promote

green mobility. Dealers have already

started warning customers of higher on-

road prices, including those who have

made advance bookings.

Bengaluru Man Stomps Wife To
Death Over Financial Disputes,
Arrested
A 35-year-old woman was allegedly

killed by her husband in north

Bengaluru’s Nagasandra area after a

domestic dispute over money, in a case

that has drawn renewed attention to

extreme domestic violence in Karnataka.

Police said the accused, identified as

Dhariyappa, argued with his wife on

Thursday over Rs 2 lakh that the couple

had saved for household expenses.

According to investigators, he wanted to

give the amount to his brother, a move

his wife opposed. The disagreement

reportedly escalated into a physical

assault, during which he allegedly

stomped on her neck, causing her death.

Officers at Peenya police station told

NDTV that the husband has been

arrested on charges of murder, and a

detailed investigation is underway to

establish the sequence of events and any

prior history of domestic disputes. The

case comes close on the heels of another

brutal killing in Karnataka, reported

from Kalaburagi district last week,

where a man allegedly slit his wife’s

throat in the middle of a road following

a family dispute. Police identified the

accused as Akshay and said he allegedly

drove his wife to a spot near Ballurgi

village in Afzalpur taluk, forced her out

of the car, and attacked her with a sharp

weapon. Bystanders recorded videos of

the incident, which have since circulated

widely on social media, intensifying

public outrage. Together, the two

incidents highlight growing concerns

over domestic violence and gender-

based crimes in the state, particularly

those triggered by family and financial

disputes. Authorities are expected to

examine not only the immediate

circumstances of the killings but also

broader issues such as access to support

systems for women facing abuse and the

role of bystanders and digital evidence

in documenting such crimes.

4,000+ Flats Lined Up In Bengaluru
Under BDA’s Rs 3,200 Crore Vertical
Housing Plan
The Bangalore Development Authority

(BDA) is pivoting from traditional

plotted layouts to high-density vertical

housing, launching six new apartment

projects that will add 4,251 flats across

Bengaluru. Valued at about Rs 3,200

crore, the developments are coming up

in Konadasapura, Electronics City,

Valagerahalli, Kalathammanahalli and

Kenchanapura, with units ranging from

1BHK to 4BHK. Supporting

infrastructure such as roads, drainage

and power is being built in parallel. The

largest initiative is the Konadasapura

Phase 1 scheme in Bidarahalli hobli,

comprising 1,928 flats—480 2BHK and

1,448 3BHK units—at an estimated cost

of Rs 713.5 crore. Phase 3 of

Konadasapura will add 532 more

apartments (2BHK to 3.5BHK) and a

commercial complex with a cinema hall,

food court and entertainment facilities,

budgeted at Rs 42.4 crore. Construction

is underway at multiple sites, with

several units expected to be ready by

year-end. Institutional buyers, including

the Army Welfare Housing Board, have

already expressed interest in bulk

purchases. BDA officials say the shift to

apartments is driven by demand-supply

pressures and the need for efficient land

use as Bengaluru’s population grows

rapidly. Vertical development, they

argue, allows more people to be housed

on limited land, aligning Bengaluru’s

strategy with cities like Mumbai. The

authority’s recent performance indicates

growing acceptance of its apartment

schemes. Of 13,118 flats completed under

30 projects, 10,153 have been allotted,

with 575 sold between August 2025 and

February 2026 alone. Officials credit

improved sales to an online allotment

system that lets buyers choose specific

flats, enhanced transparency, and

outreach to address concerns over

construction quality. Bulk deals, such as

Canara Bank’s purchase of 120 2BHK

units in Kommaghatta and its request

for 120 more 3BHK flats, have added

momentum. While vertical housing

accelerates, large layout projects

continue, though more slowly. The BDA

is expanding K Shivaram Karanth Layout

and Nadaprabhu Kempegowda Layout

(NPKL) into surrounding villages. At

NPKL, spanning parts of Yeshwantpur

and Kengeri, Rs 3,811 crore has been

invested, with work progressing on 2,771

of 3,969 notified acres to create over

30,843 sites plus parks and civic

amenities. Arkavathy Layout, covering

567 acres with 8,286 sites largely

allotted, is nearing completion of

drainage and electrical networks,

though residents report delays in water

supply and public facilities. Officials say

these gaps are being addressed. Taken

together, the push for vertical housing

and the continued rollout of large

layouts mark a significant reorientation

of Bengaluru’s urban development

strategy, aimed at balancing rapid

growth, land constraints and housing

demand.

Not Jasprit Bumrah! Rajat Patidar
Picks RCB Legend As Best Fast
Bowler In IPL, Rohit Sharma Best
Captain
Royal Challengers Bengaluru captain

Rajat Patidar has sparked debate with

his picks for the best performers in

Indian Premier League history,

overlooking some of the tournament’s

most celebrated names in key

categories. In a recent video with

Cricbuzz, Patidar named former South

African speedster Dale Steyn as the best

fast bowler in IPL history, ahead of

India’s Jasprit Bumrah. Bumrah, who

debuted for Mumbai Indians in 2013,

has taken 183 wickets in 146 matches

and is the joint second-highest wicket-

taker among fast bowlers. He has been

central to Mumbai’s five IPL titles and is

widely regarded as one of the premier

T20 pacers of his generation. Steyn, by

contrast, played 95 IPL matches between

2008 and 2020 for Royal Challengers

Bengaluru, Deccan Chargers, Sunrisers

Hyderabad and Gujarat Lions, claiming

97 wickets. His peak years, however, left

a lasting impression due to his pace and

hostility. Patidar’s captaincy choice was

equally notable. He selected Rohit

Sharma as the best IPL captain over MS

Dhoni. Dhoni, who remains with

Chennai Super Kings and is part of their

2026 squad, is the joint-most successful

captain in IPL history, with five titles

and five runner-up finishes, and holds

the record for most wins as captain.

Rohit, who led Mumbai Indians to five

championships, is second on the all-

time wins list among captains.

Rounding out his all-time XI-style

selections, Patidar chose Virat Kohli as

best batter, Faf du Plessis as best fielder,

Sunil Narine as best spinner, AB de

Villiers as best finisher and, notably,

Bumrah as the best death bowler.

Reflecting on his own career, he cited

RCB’s maiden IPL title in 2025, which he

lifted as captain, as his finest moment in

the league.

‘I Am Responsible’: Bengaluru
Techie Dies By Suicide After Her
Infant Drowns In Bucket
A 29-year-old software professional and

her 11-month-old son were found dead

in their Bengaluru home on Wednesday

in what police describe as a tragic

combination of accidental drowning and

suicide. The woman, identified as

Pratibha, was alone at home with her

infant son, Agastya, while her husband,

Mahantesh, was at work. According to

police, Pratibha had gone to the terrace

to collect dried clothes, leaving the child

inside the house. During this brief

period, the baby is believed to have

crawled into the washing area and fallen

head-first into a bucket filled with

water, leading to his death by drowning.

On returning, Pratibha reportedly found

her son unresponsive in the bucket.

Investigators say she was overwhelmed

by shock and guilt and subsequently

attempted suicide by slitting her wrist

and consuming tablets. When these

attempts did not prove immediately

fatal, she is believed to have died by

hanging. The incident came to light

around 6:30 pm when Mahantesh

returned home and found the main door

locked from the inside. Using a spare

key, he entered the rented flat, where the

family had been living for four years,

and discovered the bodies of his wife

and child. Police recovered an empty

strip of 15 tablets and a suicide note

from the scene. In the note, Pratibha

allegedly wrote that she felt

“responsible” for her child’s death,

explaining that the accident occurred

while she had briefly gone to the terrace.

She also detailed the sequence of her

suicide attempts. A case has been

registered, and an investigation is

underway to verify the sequence of

events and rule out any foul play.

Authorities have highlighted the case as

an example of the extreme emotional

distress that can follow sudden

domestic tragedies, underscoring the

importance of timely psychological

support and access to mental health

services.
