RCB-SRH Match Theft
Racket Busted: 13 Including 9
Juveniles Held, 75 Cellphones
Seized

Bengaluru Police have arrested 13

people, including nine juveniles, in

connection with a series of mobile

phone thefts during the RCB vs SRH IPL

match at M Chinnaswamy Stadium on

March 28. A total of 75 phones were

seized, including 70 stolen devices and

five allegedly used in the crime. The

probe began after multiple spectators

reported missing phones, leading to

arrests between March 31 and April 3.

Adults were remanded to police

custody, juveniles sent to an

observation home, and the

investigation continues.... Read More 

272 Deported: Bengaluru
Police Crack Down On Illegal
Bangladeshi Immigrants

Bengaluru Police have deported 272

illegal Bangladeshi immigrants,

including 178 men, 94 women and 12

children, after a city-wide verification

drive. The operation, involving the

FRRO and multiple state departments,

included health checks and legal

procedures before deportation via the

Tripura border with BSF support. Two

alleged agents in a three-tier trafficking

network were arrested, accused of

arranging illegal entry, housing and

jobs on a commission basis. Authorities

say more arrests are likely and similar

crackdowns will continue.... Read More

Bengaluru Man Thrashes
Wife’s Employer After She
Was Fired From Job

A Bengaluru salon owner, Mohan

Kumar, was allegedly assaulted on

March 28 at Skin Shine Unisex Salon in

Avalahalli by the husband of a former

employee, Sushma, and 4–5 associates,

reportedly over her dismissal. The

group allegedly abused, threatened, and

attacked Kumar, and also assaulted his

wife when she intervened. Kumar was

hospitalised, and a case has been

registered at Avalahalli Police Station.

Police are searching for the suspects and

examining CCTV footage to determine

the sequence of events....

Police suspect a financial dispute as a

possible motive and say the attack

appears premeditated. CCTV footage

has been secured, forensic teams have

collected evidence, and a case is

registered at Station Bazar police

station. The murder has heightened

tension in the city as raids and

investigations continue....

Karnataka links PUCC data to
Vahan portal to curb wrongful
fines

Karnataka has begun integrating its

vehicle Pollution Under Control

Certificate (PUCC) data with the

Centre’s Vahan portal from April 1,

2026, resolving a long-standing

visibility gap. Earlier, Karnataka-

registered vehicles often faced fines

in states like Maharashtra, Goa,

Kerala and Tamil Nadu because their

valid PUCCs did not appear in the

central database. Now, new PUCC

records will be auto-updated, older

ones uploaded in phases, and details

accessible via mParivahan and

DigiLocker, reducing wrongful

penalties and reliance on physical

documents.

Bengaluru Metro Pink Line
trial runs set to start by March
2026

Bengaluru Metro Rail Corporation

Limited will begin trial runs on

Namma Metro’s Pink Line between

Kalena Agrahara and Tavarekere by

March 2026, marking a key step

toward opening the north–south

corridor from Kalena Agrahara to

Nagawara. The initial tests will focus

on the elevated stretch, while

underground works from Dairy Circle

to Nagawara, including track laying

and electrification, near completion.

Spanning 21.3 km with major

interchanges at MG Road and

Jayadeva Hospital, the line is

expected to be fully operational by

late 2026 or early 2027.

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RCB-SRH Match Theft Racket
Busted: 13 Including 9 Juveniles
Held, 75 Cellphones Seized
Bengaluru Police have made significant

progress in a large-scale mobile phone

theft case reported during an Indian

Premier League (IPL) match between

Royal Challengers Bengaluru (RCB) and

Sunrisers Hyderabad (SRH) at M

Chinnaswamy Stadium on March 28,

2026. Thirteen people, including nine

juveniles, have been arrested in

connection with the thefts, and a total of

75 mobile phones have been recovered.

The incident came to light after multiple

spectators reported their phones

missing during the high-profile Tata IPL

match, prompting Cubbon Park Police to

open an investigation. The probe

formally began on March 31, when

police apprehended one adult suspect

and three juveniles. Interrogation of

these initial suspects led to the recovery

of 21 stolen phones. The adult accused

was produced in court and remanded to

police custody, while the juveniles were

presented before the Juvenile Justice

Board and sent to a government

observation home. As the investigation

expanded, six more juveniles were

traced and detained on April 2. They too

were produced before the Juvenile

Justice Board and placed in an

observation home. Continued

questioning of those already in custody

on April 3 resulted in the recovery of a

further 70 stolen phones, as well as five

devices allegedly used to facilitate the

thefts, bringing the total number of

seized phones to 75. On the same day,

three adult accused were produced

before court and remanded to seven

days of police custody. Authorities say

the operation relied on surveillance

inputs, field intelligence and

coordinated action by multiple police

teams. The investigation remains

ongoing, with police working to identify

additional suspects, uncover any wider

network behind the thefts, and return

recovered devices to their owners. The

case highlights security challenges at

large sporting events and the growing

use of targeted theft operations in

crowded venues.

272 Deported: Bengaluru Police
Crack Down On Illegal Bangladeshi
Immigrants
Bengaluru Police have deported 272

Bangladeshi nationals identified as

illegal immigrants in what authorities

describe as one of the city’s largest

coordinated crackdowns in recent years.

The group, comprising 178 men, 94

women and 12 children, was traced

during a wide-ranging verification and

search operation across multiple

neighbourhoods in the city. Officials

said the operation involved several

government agencies to ensure

identification, health screening and

completion of legal procedures. The

Foreigners Regional Registration Office

(FRRO) handled key formalities related

to foreign nationals, while the

Department of Health and Family

Welfare, the Greater Bengaluru

Authority and the Department of Social

Welfare provided logistical and

administrative support. After

verification and processing, the

deported individuals were sent to

Bangladesh via the Tripura border with

assistance from the Border Security

Force (BSF) and other central agencies.

Police have indicated that similar drives

will continue in the coming days as part

of a broader effort to address illegal

immigration. The crackdown also led to

the arrest of two alleged agents, or

“tekedaars”, by the Central Crime

Branch (CCB). Investigators say these

arrests exposed a three-tier trafficking

network that facilitated the movement

of Bangladeshi nationals into India and

their settlement in Bengaluru. According

to police, one set of agents operated in

Bangladesh to bring migrants to the

border, another helped them cross into

India, and a third arranged housing and

jobs in the city. The probe has uncovered

a commission-based system under

which migrants paid intermediaries for

entry, accommodation and

employment. Temporary sheds were

reportedly rented at around Rs 2,000

per month, with commissions collected

from an estimated 260 individuals.

Authorities say further arrests are likely

as the investigation expands across state

and international links, and view the

mass deportation as a significant step

toward dismantling such networks.

Bengaluru Man Thrashes Wife’s
Employer After She Was Fired From
Job
A salon owner in north Bengaluru was

allegedly assaulted by the husband of a

former employee in an incident that has

raised concerns over workplace-related

violence in the city, police said. The

attack occurred on March 28 at the Skin

Shine Unisex Salon in Avalahalli, North

Bengaluru. According to the FIR, the

main accused is the husband of Sushma,

a former employee who had reportedly

been terminated from her job at the

salon. Police said the man arrived at the

premises with a group of four to five

associates before the confrontation

turned violent. Investigators allege the

group used abusive language, issued

threats and physically assaulted the

salon owner, Mohan Kumar, apparently

over a dispute linked to Sushma’s

dismissal. When Kumar’s wife tried to

intervene, she was also allegedly

manhandled and assaulted. Kumar

sustained injuries and was admitted to

hospital. A case has been registered at

the Avalahalli police station, and officers

have recovered CCTV footage from the

salon to reconstruct the sequence of

events. The accused are currently

absconding, and a search operation is

under way. The incident comes amid a

series of violent episodes reported in

Bengaluru in recent days. In a separate

case, a man from West Bengal, identified

as Suresh and employed at a mobile

phone repair shop on SJP Road, was

found dead by suicide, hanging from a

tree in Cubbon Park on Friday. Cubbon

Park police have registered a case. In

another unrelated incident earlier in the

week, a 34-year-old woman was

allegedly killed by her husband during a

dispute over money at their home in

Nagasandra, under Peenya police station

limits. Police say the man is accused of

stomping on her neck during a heated

argument. Together, the cases highlight

a spate of domestic and interpersonal

violence under investigation by

Bengaluru police.

Who Was Anil Rathod? Ex-
Karnataka Minister’s Son-In-Law
Hacked To Death In Kalaburagi
Businessman Anil Rathod, 45, son-in-

law of former Karnataka minister

Revunayak Belamagi, was brutally killed

late Thursday night in Kalaburagi,

intensifying tensions in the north

Karnataka city and drawing high-level

police attention. Rathod, who was

involved in finance and real estate, was

attacked inside his office at

Venkateswara Complex on Old Jewargi

Road, an area he reportedly worked from

late into the night. According to police,

three unidentified men arrived in an

autorickshaw, forcibly entered the

premises and assaulted him with

machetes. Rathod died on the spot, and

the assailants fled immediately after the

attack. Kalaburagi police commissioner

Sharanappa and senior officers visited

the crime scene soon after. A dog squad

and forensic experts from the Forensic

Science Laboratory were deployed to

collect evidence, while CCTV footage

from the vicinity has been secured for

analysis. A case has been registered at

the Station Bazar police station, and

multiple investigative teams are

working on the case. While the exact

motive remains unclear, investigators

are examining a possible financial angle,

given Rathod’s business activities. The

manner of the attack — the assailants

arriving armed, breaking in, and

executing a swift escape — suggests a

premeditated crime. The killing has

gained added prominence due to

Rathod’s political connections.

Belamagi, a former minister with

significant influence in the Kalaburagi

region, spoke to TV9 Kannada,

expressing deep grief and recalling that

another family member had earlier died

in a suspicious fall from a building. He

urged police to swiftly identify and

arrest the culprits. The incident has

heightened unease in Kalaburagi, with

police conducting raids and pursuing

multiple leads as they work to piece

together the circumstances behind the

targeted killing.

RCB Playing With 5 Overseas
Players? Virat Kohli Responds With
Humour | Watch Viral Video
Virat Kohli marked his return to the

Indian Premier League with a decisive,

match-winning performance for Royal

Challengers Bengaluru in their season

opener against Sunrisers Hyderabad,

reinforcing his central role in the

franchise’s title defence after their

maiden IPL triumph last season. The

innings came despite Kohli entering the

tournament with limited preparation.

Following India’s last ODI assignment in

January, he took an extended break from

competitive cricket, spending significant

time in London with his family. The

move allowed him to step away from the

intense public and media scrutiny he

faces in India, but also meant he arrived

at the IPL without the usual volume of

match practice. His fluent display in the

opener suggested little impact from the

layoff, highlighting his experience and

enduring consistency. Kohli’s extended

stay in London, however, has drawn

mixed reactions on social media, with

some fans joking that he is “like an

overseas player” for RCB. In a light-

hearted segment with comedian Danish

Sait, appearing as his popular character

Mr Nags, Kohli responded with humour,

questioning why he was being labelled

that way and insisting, “I am not an

overseas player.” Reflecting on finally

winning the IPL with RCB after years of

near-misses, Kohli described the 2025

title as a profound emotional release. He

likened it to having a “monkey off the

back,” saying everything felt “light”

after the victory. He framed the

championship as the culmination of

years of hard work and sacrifice, calling

it a form of assurance that his efforts

had not been in vain. For Kohli, the

triumph represents both justice for the

commitment invested and fresh

motivation to push harder, underscoring

the psychological significance of RCB’s

long-awaited breakthrough.
