Police Crack Down On Illegal
Bangladeshi Immigrants

Bengaluru Police have deported 272

illegal Bangladeshi immigrants—178

men, 94 women and 12 children—after

a city-wide verification drive, in one of

the largest such crackdowns in recent

years. The group was sent back to

Bangladesh via the Tripura border with

support from the BSF and FRRO,

following health checks and legal

procedures. A Central Crime Branch

probe led to the arrest of two alleged

“tekedaar” agents and exposed a three-

tier trafficking and commission-based

housing and job network, with more

arrests expected....

Read More 

No More Out-of-State Fines?
Karnataka Fixes Vehicle Data
Issue

Karnataka has begun integrating its

vehicle Pollution Under Control

Certificate (PUCC) data with the

Centre’s Vahan portal from April 1,

2026, resolving a long-standing

visibility gap. Earlier, Karnataka-

registered vehicles often faced fines in

other states because their PUCC details

were not reflected online, despite valid

certificates. Now, new PUCC records

will be auto-updated and older ones

uploaded in phases, with details also

accessible via mParivahan and

DigiLocker. The move is expected to cut

wrongful penalties and ease interstate

travel for motorists....

RCB smash 19 sixes set record

total against CSK in IPL 2026

Royal Challengers Bengaluru set a

record against Chennai Super Kings

in their IPL 2026 clash at M

Chinnaswamy Stadium, smashing 19

sixes in a total of 250/3. This is the

most sixes ever hit by a team in an

IPL match against CSK, surpassing

the previous mark of 17 by KKR and

Rajasthan Royals. Tim David led with

70* off 25 balls (8 sixes), supported

by Devdutt Padikkal (50), captain

Rajat Patidar (48*), Phil Salt (46) and

An AI-generated image of a black

leopard in Karnataka’s Mandya

district sparked panic, leading

residents to stay indoors and

prompting a forest department

search using drones and surveillance.

Officials found no evidence of any

leopard and confirmed the photo was

digitally created. Despite repeated

clarifications, public fear persisted,

pressuring authorities to install a

cage trap with a dog as bait. The

incident highlights how AI-

manipulated visuals and social media

misinformation can cause real-world

fear, administrative action, and

resource misuse.

A court ordered the certificate

cancelled, and a probe found his wife,

Shabana, allegedly used his BPL card

and documents to admit another

person to Kidwai Cancer Hospital

under his identity. When that patient

died, the death was recorded as

Basha’s, and Shabana collected the

body. Authorities are investigating

possible fraud, official lapses, and the

true identity of the deceased.

David, Bhuvneshwar Kumar Star As

RCB Beat CSK By 43 Runs
Royal Challengers Bengaluru produced a

dominant all-round performance to

crush Chennai Super Kings by 43 runs in

a high-scoring IPL encounter at the M.

Chinnaswamy Stadium, underlining

contrasting trajectories for the two sides

this season. After being sent in to bat on

a slightly slow surface, RCB overcame

the early loss of Virat Kohli (28) through

a series of aggressive partnerships. Phil

Salt (46) steadied the innings and

counter-attacked in a 56-run stand with

Devdutt Padikkal, guiding the hosts to a

strong PowerPlay finish. Padikkal,

initially circumspect, accelerated

sharply after Salt’s dismissal, launching

into Shivam Dube and bringing up his

second consecutive fifty of the season

(50 off 29 balls). His 58-run blitz with

captain Rajat Patidar for the third wicket

transformed the platform into a

launchpad. The real damage, however,

came at the death. From 153 for 3 after 15

overs, Patidar (unbeaten 48 off 19) and

Tim David (70* off 25) unleashed a

brutal assault on a wayward CSK attack,

adding 99 runs in just 36 balls. David’s

onslaught, including four sixes in an

Overton over and three in one from Noor

Ahmad, exposed Chennai’s death-

bowling frailties as RCB surged to 250

for 3. Chasing a daunting target, CSK’s

innings unraveled early. Jacob Duffy

removed captain Ruturaj Gaikwad and

Sanju Samson cheaply, both caught by

Padikkal in the slips, while

Bhuvneshwar Kumar claimed his 200th

IPL wicket with the dismissal of Ayush

Mhatre. Reduced to 30 for 3, CSK never

recovered despite a fighting 50 off 25

balls from Sarfaraz Khan and late

resistance from Prashant Veer (43) and

Jamie Overton (37). Krunal Pandya and

Bhuvneshwar closed out the innings,

bowling CSK out for 207. The result gave

RCB a second straight win and deepened

CSK’s woes with a third consecutive

defeat, raising serious questions over

their bowling depth and top-order

stability in a marquee Southern Derby

that lacked its usual late drama.

272 Deported: Bengaluru Police

Crack Down On Illegal Bangladeshi

Immigrants
Bengaluru Police have deported 272

Bangladeshi nationals identified as

illegal immigrants in what officials

describe as one of the city’s largest

coordinated crackdowns in recent years.

The group, comprising 178 men, 94

women and 12 children, was traced

during a city-wide verification drive

spanning multiple localities. Authorities

said the operation involved extensive

searches and document checks, followed

by legal procedures overseen by the

Foreigners Regional Registration Office

(FRRO). After completion of formalities,

the group was deported to Bangladesh

via the Tripura border with logistical

support from the Border Security Force

(BSF) and other central agencies. The

drive was conducted as a multi-agency

effort, with participation from the FRRO,

the Department of Health and Family

Welfare, the Greater Bengaluru

Authority and the Department of Social

Welfare. Officials said the involvement

of these departments was aimed at

ensuring proper identification, health

screening and compliance with legal

norms. Police indicated that similar

verification and deportation drives will

continue in the coming days. Alongside

the deportations, the Central Crime

Branch (CCB) arrested two alleged

agents, or “tekedaars”, accused of being

part of a trafficking and facilitation

network that enabled the illegal entry

and settlement of Bangladeshi nationals

in Bengaluru. Investigators say the

network operated through a three-tier

structure: one handler in Bangladesh

escorted migrants to the Indian border,

another facilitated their crossing, and a

third arranged accommodation and

employment in the city. Police also

uncovered a commission-based system

under which migrants reportedly paid

agents for entry, housing and jobs.

Temporary sheds were rented at about

Rs 2,000 per month, with commissions

collected from an estimated 260

individuals, suggesting a sizable and

organised racket. Officials say the

ongoing probe is expected to yield more

arrests and expose additional links

across states and international borders,

framing the mass deportation as a key

step in dismantling illegal immigration

networks in Bengaluru.

‘Escorted The Ball With Goodbye’:

‘Assault’ Vs CSK
Royal Challengers Bengaluru posted a

towering 250/3 against Chennai Super

Kings at the M Chinnaswamy Stadium

in Bengaluru in their IPL 2026 clash on

Sunday, a total built on a brutal late

assault led by Tim David and amplified

by an explosive top order. After solid

platforms from Rajat Patidar and

wicketkeeper-batter Phil Salt, David

transformed the innings with a 70 off

just 28 balls, propelling RCB to one of

the biggest scores of the season. His

knock, packed with clean hitting and

relentless intent, quickly became the

focal point of the contest and of the

online conversation that followed. Fans

on social media platform X, formerly

Twitter, reacted with a mix of awe and

humour. One viral post quipped that

David “didn’t hit a six, he escorted the

ball out with a goodbye gesture,”

capturing the ease with which he

cleared the ropes. Another user

compared his power-hitting to that of

Kolkata Knight Riders star Andre

Russell, calling the display “unreal

hitting.” Cricket analyst Prasanna

Aghoram described the innings as a

“stunning assault” and a “blistering half

ton,” while another fan linked David’s

performance to painful memories for

Chennai supporters, grouping him with

the franchise’s past heartbreaks in the

2016 and 2017 IPL finals against Mumbai

Indians. Chennai’s reply faltered almost

immediately under scoreboard pressure.

Captain Ruturaj Gaikwad, Sanju Samson

and Ayush Mhatre were dismissed

cheaply, with Jacob Duffy and veteran

seamer Bhuvneshwar Kumar striking

early for RCB. The rapid top-order

collapse left CSK facing an uphill task in

what was already a daunting chase. The

match underlined RCB’s batting

firepower and Tim David’s growing

reputation as one of the league’s most

destructive finishers, while also

highlighting the volatility of high-

scoring T20 contests where early

wickets can swiftly decide the outcome.

M Chinnaswamy Stadium Pitch &

Bengaluru Weather Prediction For

RCB Vs CSK IPL 2026 Match
Royal Challengers Bengaluru (RCB) and

Chennai Super Kings (CSK) are set to

renew one of the Indian Premier

League’s most prominent southern

rivalries in match 11 of the 2026 season

at the M Chinnaswamy Stadium in

Bengaluru on Sunday, April 5. The

fixture will be the second game of IPL

2026 at the venue, which also hosted the

tournament opener. Formerly known as

the Karnataka State Cricket Association

Stadium, the Chinnaswamy has been a

mainstay of T20 cricket since staging its

first match in April 2008. It has since

hosted 101 T20 games, developing a

reputation as one of the most batting-

friendly grounds in the league. Teams

chasing have historically enjoyed a

slight edge, winning 54 matches

compared to 43 victories for sides

batting first, with four no-results

recorded. Captains winning the toss

tend to prefer bowling first, given the

numbers and the influence of evening

dew. The ground has witnessed several

record-breaking performances. Chris

Gayle’s unbeaten 175 remains the

highest individual score at the venue,

while Samuel Badree’s 4 for 9 stands as

the best bowling figures. The highest

team total recorded is a formidable 287

for 3, while the lowest is 82. The average

first-innings score hovers around 167,

underlining the ground’s tendency to

produce high-scoring contests. That

trend continued in the first match of this

season at the stadium, where both RCB

and Sunrisers Hyderabad crossed 200,

with the hosts winning comfortably by

six wickets. With both RCB and CSK

boasting powerful batting line-ups,

another run-heavy encounter is

anticipated. Weather conditions in

Bengaluru are expected to be warm, dry

and largely clear through the evening,

with temperatures easing from about

30°C to 26°C and only a minimal chance

of rain. Dew could play a role later in the

match, potentially further aiding

chasing teams.

No More Out-of-State Fines?

Karnataka Fixes Vehicle Data Issue
Karnataka has moved to resolve a long-

standing digital documentation gap that

has been causing hefty fines for its

motorists travelling outside the state.

From April 1, 2026, data from Pollution

Under Control Certificates (PUCC) for

vehicles registered in Karnataka will be

directly integrated with the central

government’s Vahan portal, the national

database used by enforcement agencies

across India. Until now, details of

Karnataka-registered vehicles were

either missing or not visible on Vahan.

Traffic police in neighbouring states

such as Maharashtra, Goa, Kerala and

Tamil Nadu, who rely on the portal to

verify documents, often could not see

valid PUCC records for these vehicles. As

a result, many motorists were penalised

for non-compliance, with fines

reportedly reaching up to ₹10,000,

despite having valid certificates in hand.

The new integration is designed to make

PUCC information for Karnataka

vehicles accessible nationwide in real

time. Older certificates will be uploaded

in phases, while newly issued PUCCs

will be updated automatically. Officials

say this will streamline verification,

reduce disputes during roadside checks,

and significantly cut the risk of fines

arising from missing or invisible data

rather than actual violations. In parallel,

PUCC details will be made available on

digital platforms such as the

mParivahan app and DigiLocker,

allowing motorists to access and present

their documents electronically. This is

expected to reduce dependence on

physical copies and support broader

efforts to digitise transport records. The

issue of non-integrated data had been

repeatedly highlighted in recent

months, with reports of compliant

vehicle owners facing penalties due to

system gaps rather than rule-breaking.

Authorities expect that the new linkage

with Vahan will close this loophole,

offering smoother interstate travel and

greater clarity for both motorists and

enforcement agencies.
