Coffee planters in Karnataka’s

Chikkamagaluru and Kodagu districts

are increasingly using modern, often AI-

enabled, rain gauges and weather

stations to cope with erratic climate

conditions. Once reliant on simple,

homemade gauges, large growers now

collect detailed data on rainfall, soil

moisture, wind and humidity to guide

crop management and marketing

decisions. While they still depend on

official forecasts from the India

Meteorological Department, farmers

say these devices improve precision

agriculture, help estimate yields and

prices, and offer some stability amid

unpredictable weather....

A commercial LPG shortage in

Bengaluru, linked to disruptions from

the Iran-US-Israel conflict, is crippling

local supply chains and livelihoods. Fuel

stations are running out of gas, hitting

auto-rickshaw drivers, hotels and PGs

that rely on LPG for cooking. With many

kitchens shut or scaled down, demand

for vegetables has plunged, causing

sales at KR Market to drop by about

70% and prices of key vegetables to

crash.

A 25-year-old Bengaluru software

professional lost about Rs 1.46 lakh in

an IPL ticket scam after responding to

an Instagram post by a fraudster posing

as a senior supervisor at M

Chinnaswamy Stadium. Lured with

promises of tickets, food coupons and

VIP benefits, he made multiple transfers

from his and his mother’s accounts

under pretexts like security deposits

and ID cards. No tickets were delivered.

Mahadevapura police have registered a

case, are tracing the bank accounts, and

warn fans to use only official ticketing

platforms....

Delhi and Mysuru police have

arrested Mysuru resident Srinivas

Louis, a law college dropout, for

allegedly sending multiple hoax

bomb threat emails to prominent

schools and district courts in Delhi.

The threats, traced through weeks of

technical surveillance despite his use

of VPNs, triggered mass evacuations,

court disruptions, and large-scale

deployment of bomb squads, though

no explosives were found. Louis also

allegedly sent provocative emails to

officials in Pakistan. He has been

booked under the Bharatiya Nyaya

Sanhita and IT Act and taken to Delhi

on transit remand.

In Karnataka’s key coffee-growing

districts of Chikkamagaluru and

Kodagu, farmers are increasingly

turning to sophisticated weather-

monitoring devices to cope with volatile

climate patterns and uncertain markets.

Planters like Ramachandra Gowda, who

owns 56 acres of coffee along with black

pepper, cardamom and vanilla, now use

advanced rain gauges and automated

weather stations in place of the simple

funnel-and-bucket setups common two

decades ago. These devices, which cost

anywhere from Rs 1,000 to Rs 5 lakh,

measure not only rainfall but also

sunshine, wind speed and direction,

evaporation, soil moisture and

humidity. They are widely used by

growers with larger landholdings and

can be installed without government

permission. Experts say the technology

has become central to “precision

agriculture” in the region. According to

former Karnataka State Natural Disaster

Monitoring Centre director Dr Srinivas

Reddy, the data helps farmers estimate

production, anticipate disease, and

gauge likely yield declines. Agricultural

meteorologist Prof Thimmegowda MN

notes that many coffee growers are

educated and adept at using this

information to guide both agronomic

and market decisions, even though long-

term forecasting still depends on the

India Meteorological Department. On

the ground, planters like Achyuth Kumar

in Aldur use daily readings to time

irrigation, assess flowering and fruiting

prospects, and decide when to sell or

store produce. If indicators suggest a

strong crop, they may anticipate lower

prices and adjust their marketing

strategy, including holding back well-

processed black pepper, which can be

stored for up to a year. The shift comes

as India, producing around 3.7–3.9 lakh

metric tonnes of coffee annually,

grapples with increasingly erratic

weather. Karnataka, which accounts for

about 70–71 percent of national output,

has seen irregular rainfall, hailstorms

and heat spikes disrupt the delicate

balance required for coffee flowering

and fruiting. For growers, granular,

farm-level weather data has become a

crucial tool to manage rising risks in

both production and pricing.

Lucky Fan Retrieves Ball After Tim

Chinnaswamy Roof | Watch
Royal Challengers Bengaluru produced a

dominant all-round performance

against Chennai Super Kings at the M.

Chinnaswamy Stadium in Bengaluru,

highlighted by a spectacular display of

power-hitting from Australia’s Tim

David and a viral moment that spilled

beyond the ground’s confines. After

being put in to bat, RCB built on opener

Devdutt Padikkal’s second successive

half-century of the IPL 2026 season.

Padikkal set the platform before captain

Rajat Patidar and Tim David unleashed a

brutal assault on CSK’s bowlers, adding

99 runs for the fourth wicket. The

partnership propelled RCB to 250 for 3,

the highest total ever recorded against

Chennai in the IPL. The innings’

defining moment came in the

penultimate over when David pulled a

short ball from Jamie Overton for an

enormous six that cleared the stadium

roof and landed on the road outside.

David first imitated the umpire’s six

signal and then waved “bye-bye” to the

ball, a gesture that quickly became a

talking point online. Fans outside the

stadium retrieved the ball, and videos of

them celebrating with the unexpected

souvenir went viral on social media,

underlining the cultural and

entertainment dimension that

increasingly surrounds IPL fixtures.

Chasing 251, CSK suffered a top-order

collapse, reduced to 30 for 3 as Jacob

Duffy struck twice in the powerplay,

dismissing Sanju Samson and captain

Ruturaj Gaikwad, with Padikkal taking

sharp catches in the slips. Ayush

Mhatre’s wicket gave Bhuvneshwar

Kumar his 200th IPL scalp, a significant

personal milestone. Sarfaraz Khan’s

rapid fifty offered brief hope, but the

required rate remained out of reach.

Krunal Pandya and Bhuvneshwar

combined to dismantle a budding

partnership, and CSK were bowled out

for 207 in 19.4 overs, slumping to their

third consecutive defeat of the season.

The result reinforced RCB’s batting

firepower and deepened concerns over

CSK’s form, while Tim David’s roof-

clearing six added another iconic

moment to the IPL’s growing highlight

reel.

Bengaluru Man Held For Raping,
Extorting Central Govt Airport
Employee On Pretext Of Marriage
A 42-year-old central government

employee in Bengaluru has accused a 51-

year-old man of years-long sexual

abuse, assault, harassment and

extortion, in a case that has raised

questions about intimidation tactics and

misuse of legal processes. The accused,

identified as Kriplani M of Indiranagar,

was arrested by a special police team led

by Pulikeshinagar assistant

commissioner of police C.R. Geetha and

remanded to judicial custody on April 4.

The survivor, who works at

Kempegowda International Airport, told

police she met Kriplani after he allegedly

promised to marry her. Between 2019

and 2023, the relationship allegedly

turned violent and coercive, with

repeated rape and physical assault. She

said sustained harassment forced her to

move from Indiranagar to Yelahanka.

According to investigators, Kriplani has

a long history of filing complaints

against government officials and police

personnel since 2008, and allegedly

cultivated an image of being close to

senior bureaucrats, judges and public

prosecutors. Police say he used these

purported connections to threaten the

woman and her mother with false

criminal cases. He allegedly recorded

intimate videos of the survivor and used

them for blackmail, demanding up to Rs

18 lakh, and took control of her identity

documents, including PAN and Aadhaar

cards. The woman first approached

Yelahanka police in December 2025; her

complaint was registered as a zero FIR

and transferred to Indiranagar. After

Kriplani levelled allegations against

officers there, the probe was shifted to

Pulikeshinagar police. His conduct

during the investigation has drawn

further scrutiny. He allegedly

orchestrated a false habeas corpus

petition in the high court through his

mother, claiming he was missing; the

court dismissed it and fined him Rs 2

lakh. He was later traced to Chennai,

where he allegedly assaulted city police

personnel. During a recent medical

examination at Victoria Hospital, he is

accused of manhandling officers,

attacking a sub-inspector and snatching

a mobile phone, leading to a separate

case at VV Puram police station.

Authorities say he is now back in

custody after repeatedly failing to

cooperate with the investigation.

LPG Shortage Squeezes Bengaluru
Vegetable Vendors As Sales Drop
70% In Major Markets
The ripple effects of the ongoing Iran–

US–Israel conflict are beginning to

surface in unexpected ways in India,

with Bengaluru experiencing a severe

shortage of commercial LPG cylinders

that is disrupting daily economic life

and exposing the fragility of urban

supply chains. Fuel stations across the

city have reported running out of

commercial gas, leaving many auto-

rickshaw drivers unable to refuel and

forcing them off the roads.

Simultaneously, hotels, restaurants and

paying guest (PG) accommodations—

highly dependent on LPG for cooking—

have scaled back or halted food

preparation. As commercial kitchens

shut or reduce operations, their demand

for fresh vegetables has dropped

sharply. This downturn is starkly visible

at KR Market, one of Bengaluru’s largest

wholesale vegetable hubs. Traders there

report a nearly 70% fall in sales

compared to the same period last year,

with footfall significantly reduced.

Vendors say that bulk buyers,

particularly hotels, have cut purchases

due to the gas shortage, triggering a

collapse in demand. The result has been

a steep decline in vegetable prices.

Onions have fallen to Rs 20 per kg from

Rs 25 last month and Rs 40 a year ago.

Potatoes are down to Rs 15 per kg from

Rs 20–25 last month and Rs 24 last year.

Garlic, which fetched Rs 250 per kg last

year, is now at Rs 120, even after rising

from Rs 90 last month. Prices of green

chillies, ginger, carrots, brinjal and okra

have also dropped significantly. Traders

link the price crash not only to weaker

local demand but also to disruptions in

export markets. With shipments of

onions, potatoes and tomatoes to Gulf

countries affected by regional

instability, more produce is being

diverted to domestic markets, swelling

supply. For farmers, the combination of

strong harvests and collapsing prices is

proving devastating, leaving many

unable to cover costs. The situation

underscores how geopolitical tensions

and fuel supply disruptions can cascade

through local economies, affecting

farmers, traders, transport workers and

urban consumers alike. Stakeholders are

calling for urgent government

intervention to stabilise LPG supplies

and provide relief to those facing

mounting losses.

Bengaluru IPL Ticket Scam: Techie
Loses Rs 1.46 Lakh After Clicking On
‘VIP Benefits’ Post
A 25-year-old software professional

from Mahadevapura, Bengaluru, has

reportedly lost Rs 1.46 lakh in an online

scam while attempting to buy Indian

Premier League (IPL) tickets,

underscoring growing concerns over

fraud linked to major sporting events.

According to a complaint filed at the

Mahadevapura police station, the

victim, a resident of B Narayanapura,

found an Instagram post advertising IPL

tickets. The person behind the post

allegedly claimed to be a senior

supervisor at M Chinnaswamy Stadium

and offered not just match tickets but

also food coupons and “VIP benefits,”

creating an impression of official access

and exclusivity. Initially, the victim

agreed to purchase two tickets priced at

Rs 3,700 each. However, the accused

allegedly kept introducing new charges,

including a refundable security deposit,

additional ID cards for friends, and meal

coupons. As the demands escalated, the

victim made multiple transfers, first

from his own bank account and then

from his mother’s account after hitting

his transaction limit, eventually paying

around Rs 1.46 lakh. To bolster

credibility, the fraudster is said to have

sent an email confirmation and

instructed the victim to collect the

tickets near Gate 10 of the stadium,

promising delivery within minutes.

When no tickets were provided and the

money was not returned, the accused

allegedly continued to seek further

payments instead of resolving the issue.

Realising he had been duped, the victim

contacted the cyber control room and

lodged a formal police complaint.

Investigators are now tracking the bank

accounts used in the transactions in an

effort to identify and locate the suspect.

Police say the case reflects a broader rise

in IPL-related scams, often run through

Instagram, Facebook, and WhatsApp,

where fake offers of tickets and VIP

access are used to exploit fans’

enthusiasm. Authorities have urged the

public to rely only on official ticketing

platforms, avoid suspicious links or

unsolicited offers, and promptly report

any suspected fraud to curb such

cybercrimes.
