Bengaluru To Deploy Pothole
Machines As Civic Body Fast-

Bengaluru’s civic body has ordered its

five city corporations to procure

automated pothole-filling machines to

speed up and standardise road repairs,

addressing the city’s chronic pothole

problem. GBA Chief Commissioner

Maheshwar Rao also directed strict use

of the MARCS software for all road-

cutting permissions, with corporations

empowered to repair and recover costs

if agencies fail to restore roads.

Additionally, he flagged ongoing

sewage inflow into the K-100

stormwater channel and tasked the

water board with stopping further

contamination....

Gowda is accused of rash

driving that caused a scooter with a

couple and child to fall, with charges

upgraded to attempt to murder under

BNS Section 109(1). Rejecting

arguments that the case was

exaggerated, the court said road rage

can justify serious offences and declined

to intervene before the investigation

and charge sheet are completed....

Inside ATM Kiosk

A 26-year-old Bengaluru man was

allegedly cheated of Rs 50,000 inside an

SBI ATM kiosk in Banashankari while

urgently trying to send money for his

hospitalised mother’s treatment. A

stranger offered help, took the cash, and

claimed to transfer it via PhonePe,

showing a fake transaction screenshot,

reportedly created with AI tools. When

the money didn’t reach his brother, the

victim tried to contact the man, who

then allegedly threatened him.

Banashankari police have registered a

case and are examining CCTV footage to

trace the accused....

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Watch Where You Park!
Towing Back In Bengaluru
After 4 Years, Charges May
Be Added To Fines

Bengaluru’s civic and traffic authorities

will begin towing abandoned and

illegally parked vehicles citywide from

April 7 to ease congestion and improve

road conditions. The move follows the

April 5 resumption of towing, paused

since February 2022 after public

complaints. Vehicles left for months on

roads and those already listed by

corporations will be prioritised, with

towing charges likely added to fines.

Alongside enforcement, the Greater

Bengaluru Authority ordered pothole-

filling machines, stricter road

restoration after utility works, and

mandatory use of MARCS software for

road-cut permissions....

Protesters, led by

Karnataka Rakshana Vedike’s TA

Narayan Gowda, said the move

undermines Kannada students and

strengthens Hindi, sparking a wider

political-linguistic debate....

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Bengaluru To Deploy Pothole

Machines As Civic Body Fast-Tracks

Road Repairs
Bengaluru’s civic authorities are moving

to accelerate and standardise pothole

repairs across the city, amid

longstanding public frustration over

poor road conditions and repeated

digging by multiple agencies. At a

coordination meeting on Monday,

Greater Bengaluru Authority (GBA)

Chief Commissioner Maheshwar Rao

directed each of the five city

corporations under its jurisdiction to

procure a dedicated pothole-filling

machine, according to The Indian

Express. These truck-mounted machines

use air pressure to clear debris and then

apply a mix of aggregates and bitumen

emulsion, enabling largely automated

repairs of potholes, cracks and surface

depressions—often in under two

minutes. The move is intended to reduce

manual labour, improve the quality of

repairs and ensure faster response on

both arterial and interior roads. Rao also

addressed the chronic problem of roads

being dug up for utilities and left in

disrepair. He instructed officials to

immediately identify stretches where

agencies have failed to restore the

carriageway and to undertake repairs

without delay. To enforce accountability,

all permissions for road-cutting are to

be processed exclusively through the

MARCS software platform, allowing

better tracking of works and responsible

agencies. If utility providers or other

bodies do not restore roads after

completing their projects, the respective

municipal corporations have been told

to carry out the repairs themselves and

recover costs from the defaulting

agencies. Applications from GAIL Gas

submitted via MARCS are to be cleared

expeditiously, but with strict conditions

on timely completion and proper

restoration. Beyond road infrastructure,

Rao raised environmental concerns

about the K-100 water channel, part of

the 9.6-km K-100 Citizen’s Waterway

Project. Despite ongoing efforts to

rejuvenate the stormwater drain,

sewage inflow persists in some sections.

The Bangalore Water Supply and

Sewerage Board has been directed to

take corrective action to prevent further

contamination, underscoring the

administration’s parallel focus on urban

infrastructure and environmental

management.

‘Bengaluru Traffic Will Teach You

Patience’: Techie Withdraws Plea

After Judge’s Road Rage Rap
The Karnataka High Court has declined

to interfere at the preliminary stage in a

road rage case involving a Bengaluru

software engineer, reinforcing a stern

stance on dangerous driving and traffic

violence in the city. The petitioner,

Sukruth Keshav Gowda of Kodigehalli,

had moved the High Court seeking to

quash a First Information Report (FIR)

registered by Sadashivanagar police. The

FIR stems from an incident on October

26, 2025, near the MS Ramaiah Hospital

signal, where Gowda allegedly drove his

car rashly and hit a scooter carrying a

couple and their child, causing them to

fall on the road. The episode was treated

as a case of road rage. Initially, police

booked Gowda for rash and negligent

driving, endangering life or personal

safety, and violations under the Motor

Vehicles Act for failing to help the

injured and report the incident. After the

case was transferred from the traffic

police to Sadashivanagar police,

investigators added a more serious

charge under Section 109(1) of the

Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS), relating

to attempt to murder. Gowda’s defence

argued that the matter was being blown

out of proportion, characterising it as an

accident without any intent to kill, and

challenged the basis for invoking

attempt to murder. The High Court,

however, signalled that it viewed road

rage as a grave concern and that such

incidents could warrant serious charges.

Observing that “Bengaluru traffic will

teach you patience” and that “no road

rage will be pardoned,” the court made

clear it was not inclined to quash the FIR

while the investigation was still

underway. It noted that the petitioner

could approach the court again after the

charge sheet is filed. In light of these

observations, Gowda withdrew his

petition, reserving the right to seek relief

at a later stage. The case underscores the

judiciary’s increasingly strict approach

to road safety and aggressive driving in

urban centres.

Bengaluru Man Loses Rs 50,000

Meant For Mom’s Treatment To

Stranger Inside ATM Kiosk
A 26-year-old Bengaluru resident was

allegedly cheated of Rs 50,000 inside an

ATM kiosk in Banashankari after

trusting a stranger who offered to help

him urgently transfer money for his

mother’s medical treatment, according

to a police complaint cited by the Times

of India. The victim, Shivaprakash, an

employee of a private firm and resident

of Banashankari II Stage, rushed to a

State Bank of India ATM on 9th Main

Road on the evening of April 3. He had

just been informed by his elder brother,

Mahendra, that their mother, Bhuma,

had been hospitalised in their native

village in Tamil Nadu’s Tiruvannamalai

district and needed immediate financial

support. Having arranged Rs 50,000

through his wife, who withdrew the

amount from her chit fund,

Shivaprakash went to the ATM between

7:10 pm and 7:30 pm to transfer the

money. Inside the kiosk, a man in his

30s approached him, engaged him in

conversation, and, after learning of the

emergency, offered to help facilitate the

transfer. Police say the accused claimed

his own debit card was not working and

suggested sending the money via a

digital payment platform instead. Under

pressure and believing the stranger,

Shivaprakash handed over the cash and

shared his brother’s PhonePe details.

The man then showed him what

appeared to be a successful transaction

screenshot and gave a mobile number

before leaving quickly. When

Shivaprakash called his brother, he

learned that no money had been

received. Attempts to reach the accused

initially failed, and when contact was

finally made, the man allegedly

threatened him and warned him not to

pursue the matter. Investigators believe

the suspect used a fabricated digital

payment screenshot, possibly created

with AI tools, to deceive the victim. A

case has been registered at

Banashankari police station under

relevant sections of the Bharatiya Nyaya

Sanhita for cheating, forgery, use of

forged electronic records, and criminal

intimidation. Police are reviewing CCTV

footage from the ATM and surrounding

areas to identify and arrest the accused.

Watch Where You Park! Towing

Back In Bengaluru After 4 Years,

Charges May Be Added To Fines
The Greater Bengaluru Authority (GBA)

has ordered a citywide towing drive

targeting abandoned and illegally

parked vehicles from April 7, as part of a

broader effort to ease traffic congestion

and improve road conditions ahead of

the monsoon. At a recent coordination

meeting with multiple departments,

GBA Chief Commissioner Maheshwar

Rao instructed officials to immediately

begin removing vehicles that have been

left on city roads for months. A list of

such vehicles has already been prepared,

and those previously handed over to

traffic police by the North and Central

municipal corporations will be

prioritised. The move coincides with the

formal resumption of vehicle towing by

the Bengaluru Traffic Police (BTP),

which restarted enforcement on April 5

after a two-year pause. Towing

operations had been suspended in

February 2022 following widespread

public complaints about alleged

harassment and misconduct by towing

staff. The renewed drive began in the

central municipal zone and is expected

to be expanded across the city in phases.

Authorities say the focus is on curbing

unauthorised parking and ensuring

smoother traffic flow, particularly on

major and white-topped roads, where

parking will now be restricted to

designated zones. Police have warned of

continuous towing operations and

indicated that towing charges may be

added to fines, increasing the financial

penalty for violators. Beyond towing, the

GBA is pushing a wider infrastructure

agenda. Each of the city’s five

corporations has been directed to

procure pothole-filling machines to

speed up road repair work. Rao also

raised concerns over incomplete road

restoration after utility-related digging,

warning that agencies that fail to restore

roads properly will face cost recovery by

civic bodies. All permissions for road

cutting will now be processed through

the MARCS software system, with strict

deadlines for completion and

restoration, signalling a tighter

regulatory approach to urban road

management.

‘Don’t Act As Hindi Agent’: Pro-

Kannada Groups Hit Out At

Karnataka Governor Over SSLC

Language Row
Pro-Kannada organisations staged a

major protest at Freedom Park in

Bengaluru on Monday, accusing

Karnataka Governor Thaawarchand

Gehlot of interfering in the state’s

language and education policy and

facilitating “Hindi imposition.” The

demonstration, led by Karnataka

Rakshana Vedike state president T.A.

Narayan Gowda, was triggered by a

recent letter from the Governor to the

Chief Secretary. In that communication,

Gehlot urged the state government to

review its decision to award only grades,

rather than marks, for the third

language in SSLC (Class 10)

examinations. The Congress-led state

government’s move has been widely

interpreted by pro-Kannada groups as

an attempt to reduce the academic

weight of the third language, often

Hindi, and thereby counter what they

see as pressure to expand Hindi’s role in

Karnataka’s schools. Gowda accused the

Governor of acting against the interests

of Kannada-speaking students and

likened the perceived push for Hindi to

“imperialism,” drawing parallels with

British colonial rule. He questioned why

similar scrutiny was not applied to

northern states that follow a two-

language formula, arguing that

Karnataka was being unfairly targeted

with a three-language requirement. The

Governor’s letter followed

representations from language advocacy

groups that argued the third language

plays an important role in promoting

linguistic diversity and should retain

academic significance. Pro-Kannada

organisations, however, see the

intervention as an indirect attempt to

bolster Hindi and encroach on the

state’s authority over education. The

dispute has broadened into a larger

political and cultural debate over

federalism, linguistic identity, and the

balance between promoting national

integration and protecting regional

languages. Karnataka Home Minister G.

Parameshwara acknowledged that

similar tensions have surfaced in other

non-Hindi-speaking states and urged a

quick resolution to prevent further

escalation.
